GOSPEL MEDITATION
2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time

A friend invited me to an invitation-only wine-tasting
event. There were over two hundred varieties of wine.
Having no idea how to approach such a massive selection,
I wandered aimlessly among the tables, sipping this and
that. At the end of the evening my friend asked if I had
tried some of the exceptionally expensive wines. I hadn’t.
“The really good stuff disappears first,” he said. “My man,
you missed out on some amazing vino.” [ was so
disappointed. I wasted my chance for amazing once-in-a-
lifetime wine. The wine I tasted was, well, blah.

Don’t we often feel a similar disappointment in life? |
missed this or that opportunity. If only I had known.
Optimism sputters and fades. The glory days are gone. The
chances, it seems, for the really great things in life come
and go so quickly. Then they are gone forever. The good
stuff goes first. Then life is just blah.

Not so with the Lord Jesus. In Jesus’ miracle at the
wedding at Cana, the steward of the feast says, “Everyone
serves good wine first, and then...an inferior one” (John
2:10). That’s the natural downward progression of life. The
good stuff disappears quickly. But he says of the groom
(who symbolizes Jesus), “But you have kept the good
wine until now.” This is the ever-improving trajectory of
the realm of God’s grace. With Jesus, the “good wine” of
divine love, hope and peace gets better as our journey of
faith progresses. Where are your greatest disappointments?
Don’t give in to the lie that the really good stuff is gone.
Tell Jesus you’ve run out. Then learn how to taste that
amazingly good wine, because he saves the best until now.

Do Whatever He Tells You
I once ran out of pizza at my kid’s birthday

party.

Everyone told me it wasn’t a big deal but come
on. It was a disaster. I had invited all these
people over. They showed up with presents and
sang “Happy Birthday” and stood around
patiently while my kid ripped through his cache
of gifts. The very least they were expecting was
to be fed sufficiently.

I’11 tell you what, I sure could have used the
Blessed Mother that night.

I love the story of the wedding at Cana because
it’s such a silly little miracle. I don’t mean to be
disrespectful — of course it’s an incredibly
important moment in Christ’s public life. But
it’s not healing a leper. It’s not raising the dead.
It’s not even walking on water. It’s saving a
young couple from embarrassment.

I think sometimes we forget, or even refuse, to
bring small concerns and inconveniences to
God because we think we should be able to
handle them on our own. What a ridiculous
attitude that is — as if we could handle on our
own. It’s so fitting that Mary, ever the
observant Mother, is the one to bring the
matter to Jesus’ attention. He asks her what this
problem has to do with him. She doesn’t
answer him, because, between you and me, [
don’t think he’s asking her. I think he’s asking
us. All she does is tell the waiters what I
consider to be the best piece of advice in all of
Scripture: “Do whatever he tells you.”

I’'m so quick to throw up my hands and feel
sorry for myself when I encounter a barrier in
my life. What I should be doing is taking the
matter to God, and then doing whatever He
tells me.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO

2do Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

Un amigo me invit6 a una cata de vinos a la que solo se
podia asistir con invitacion. Habia més de doscientas
variedades de vino. Como no tenia idea de como abordar
una seleccion tan enorme, deambulé sin rumbo entre las
mesas, bebiendo de esto y aquello. Al final de la velada, mi
amigo me pregunt6 si habia probado algunos de los vinos
excepcionalmente caros. No lo habia hecho. “Lo realmente
bueno desaparece primero”, dijo. “Amigo, te perdiste un
vino increible”. Estaba muy decepcionado. Habia
desperdiciado mi oportunidad de probar un vino increible y
unico en la vida. El vino que probé era, bueno, mediocre.

(No sentimos a menudo una decepcion similar en la vida?
Perdi esta o aquella oportunidad. Si tan solo hubiera
sabido. El optimismo chisporrotea y se desvanece. Los
dias de gloria se acabaron. Las oportunidades, al parecer,
de las cosas realmente grandiosas en la vida vienen y van
tan rapido. Luego se van para siempre. Las cosas buenas se
van primero. Entonces la vida es simplemente aburrida.

No fue asi con el Sefior Jesus. En el milagro de Jests en
las bodas de Cana, el mayordomo dice: “Todos sirven
primero el vino bueno, y después... el inferior” (Juan
2:10). Esa es la progresion natural hacia abajo de la vida.
Lo bueno desaparece rapidamente. Pero dice del novio
(que simboliza a Jests): “Pero ti has reservado el buen
vino hasta ahora”. Esta es la trayectoria en constante
mejora del reino de la gracia de Dios. Con Jesus, el “buen
vino” del amor divino, la esperanza y la paz mejora a
medida que avanza nuestro camino de fe. ;Donde estan tus
mayores decepciones? No te dejes enganar por la mentira
de que lo realmente bueno se acabo. Dile a Jests que se te
acabo. Luego aprende a saborear ese vino increiblemente
bueno, porque ¢l guarda lo mejor hasta ahora.
