GOSPEL MEDITATION
THE PRESENTATION OF THE LORD

What is the secret to sharing in God’s power to
overcome our difficulties? Mary teaches us this in the
prophecy of her pierced heart. This Sunday, the old
man Simeon prophecies that when her son faces
opposition, Mary’s soul will be pierced by a sword.
The seemingly pointless agony of a mother helplessly
watching her son be mocked, tortured, killed and then
cruelly desecrated in death by a spear — somehow
this piercing of her heart releases a power by

which “the thoughts of many hearts may be
revealed” (Luke 2:35). What to make of this?

Whatever problems we currently face, the deepest
threat is finally that evil thoughts are hidden in the

human heart: hatred, envy, pride, lust, greed and so on.

Behind every tyrant’s injustice, for example, is a heart
unpierced by love. Evil hides in our hearts. Mary’s
pierced heart, and its suffering love for her son,
reveals and scatters these evil thoughts, and replaces
them with love, forgiveness, generosity and peace.

This week, I invite us to ponder Mary’s pierced heart.
Her heart is quietly at work for us in the Church and
world, exposing our evil thoughts and making a path
for her son’s divine love. This is how she gently
cooperates in our salvation. Closed hearts are our
biggest problem; love-pierced hearts are the ultimate
power to overcome every difficulty.

The Thoughts of Many Hearts

When Simeon cradles the infant Messiah in his
arms, he speaks of salvation and glory and
revelation. He speaks of his own death. He
speaks of the fulfillment of God’s promise to
all people.

But most memorable, in my opinion, are his
words about the hearts of men. This Child, he
says, will be the way “the thoughts of many
hearts may be revealed.”

Perhaps you’re like me. Perhaps you don’t
enjoy scrutinizing yourself, your actions, your
intentions. You don’t like reflecting on why
you feel or react the way you do, and you really
don’t enjoy measuring those feelings and
reactions against what you know they could be.

It’s exhausting to sit with God, your heart in
your hands, both of us looking at it, talking
about it. So far too often, I opt out.

The oldest trick of the devil, you see, is to
distract us from thinking about our hearts. It’s
not hard for him to do. There are so many other
things I could be doing, after all. Answering
emails. Catching up on laundry. Scrolling
Facebook. Worrying about inflation and the
election. Stressing about my kid’s dance recital
and next week’s busy schedule.

But where is God truly at work? Where is the
place God will point to, when my life on Earth
has come to its close?

It is the very depths of my heart. The place
where [ am my most authentic self, for better or
worse. The place where all my pretensions
crumble away, and I am alone with the truth of
who I am and what I choose to do.

Am I brave enough to look into the depths of
my own heart?

Presentacion del Senor

(Cual es el secreto para compartir el poder de Dios para
superar nuestras dificultades? Maria nos lo ensefa en la
profecia de su corazdn traspasado. Este domingo, el
anciano Simeon profetiza que cuando su hijo se enfrente a
la oposicion, el alma de Maria sera traspasada por una
espada. La agonia aparentemente inutil de una madre que
ve impotente como su hijo es burlado, torturado, asesinado
y luego cruelmente profanado en la muerte por una lanza;
de alguna manera, esta traspasada de su corazon libera un
poder por el cual “pueden quedar al descubierto los
pensamientos de muchos corazones” (Lucas 2:35).

(Qué hacer con esto?

Cualesquiera que sean los problemas que enfrentamos
actualmente, la amenaza mas profunda es finalmente que
los malos pensamientos se esconden en el corazon
humano: odio, envidia, orgullo, lujuria, avaricia, etc.
Detras de la injusticia de cada tirano, por ejemplo, hay un
corazon que no ha sido traspasado por el amor. El mal se
esconde en nuestros corazones. El corazon traspasado de
Maria y su amor sufrido por su hijo revelan y dispersan
estos malos pensamientos y los reemplazan con amor,
perdon, generosidad y paz.

Esta semana, los invito a reflexionar sobre el corazon
traspasado de Maria. Su corazon estd trabajando
silenciosamente por nosotros en la Iglesia y en el mundo,
exponiendo nuestros malos pensamientos y abriendo un
camino para el amor divino de su hijo. Asi es como ella
coopera suavemente en nuestra salvacion. Los corazones
cerrados son nuestro mayor problema; los corazones
traspasados por el amor son el poder supremo para superar
toda dificultad.
