GOSPEL MEDITATION
Second Sunday of Easter— Sunday of Devine Mercy

It’s common for Catholics to hear the question, “Why
do I have to go to a priest to have my sins forgiven?”
I’ve never liked that question because not only is it
clunky (confession is the ordinary way for the
pardoning of serious sins, not lesser ones). But it
misses the larger context: the wonderful origins of the
sacrament itself. And this context is deeply Jewish.

Ancient Jews associated forgiveness of sins with
priests offering sacrifices in the Jerusalem temple. It
was a solemn, public, and tangible way to access
God’s mercy. So when the risen Jesus breathes on the
Apostles and says, “Whose sins you forgive are
forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are
retained” (John 20:23), the upshot is remarkable: he is
the new temple and his Apostles are the new priests.
Jerusalem is no longer the place to find forgiveness
from sin. Jesus’ body, the Church, is.

So why should we go to the Sacrament of Confession?
For the same reason ancient Jews went to the temple
in Jerusalem: to experience the intimacy, joy, and
life-giving power of God’s eternal forgiveness.

RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY
MOMENTS By Colleen Jurkiewicz Dorman

Wonder, Don’t Wander
My daughter recently asked me if it’s okay to
“wonder if all the Jesus stuff is true.”

I wasn’t surprised by her question. I’ve
expected it, in fact. If you’re raising a child to
be a critical thinker, you don’t want them to
accept everything you tell them simply because
it comes from your lips. I have promised my
children that I will always give them the truth
about God. But that’s all I can do — give it to
them. Whether or not they accept it, ultimately,
is their own choice.

“I know it’s true,” she told me. “But sometimes
it just all sounds so...unbelievable.”

She’s not wrong. It does sound unbelievable
that an all-powerful God could create us for no
reason other than sheer love, that He could be
generous enough to give us free will to accept
that love, that he could be merciful enough not
to destroy us when we reject that love, and
finally that he could be faithful enough in that
love to become flesh and die in order to save us
from the consequences of our own poor
choices.

But lots of things are unbelievable. That
doesn’t mean they’re not true.

When Jesus says, “Blessed are those who have
not seen and have believed,” he isn’t calling
Thomas a fool for questioning something that
sounds a little outrageous. He’s just highlight-
ing the fact that Thomas is afforded a luxury
that none of the Christians born after him, my
daughter included, will have: he gets to see
proof with his own eyes.

I told my daughter it’s fine to wonder — just
don’t wander. Take Thomas’ example. Stay
close to the people you trust. Return to the
warmth of the upper room. Be willing to
recognize Jesus when he’s in front of you.
Never be afraid to believe.

Es comin que los catdlicos escuchen la pregunta:

" Por qué tengo que ir a un sacerdote para que me
perdonen los pecados?". Nunca me ha gustado esa
pregunta porque no solo es torpe (la confesion es la
forma habitual de perdonar los pecados graves, no los
menores), sino que pasa por alto el contexto mas
amplio: los maravillosos origenes del sacramento
mismo. Y este contexto es profundamente judio.

Los antiguos judios asociaban el perdon de los
pecados con los sacerdotes que ofrecian sacrificios en
el templo de Jerusalén. Era una forma solemne,
publica y tangible de acceder a la misericordia de
Dios. Asi que, cuando Jesus resucitado sopla sobre
los apdstoles y dice: "A quienes perdonen los
pecados, les quedan perdonados; y a quienes se los
retengan, les quedan retenidos" (Juan 20:23), el
resultado es notable: ¢l es el nuevo templo y sus
apostoles son los nuevos sacerdotes. Jerusalén ya no
es el lugar donde encontrar el perdon del pecado. El
cuerpo de Jests, la Iglesia, si lo es.

Entonces, ;por qué debemos acudir al sacramento de
la confesion? Por la misma razén que los antiguos
judios iban al templo de Jerusalén: para experimentar
la intimidad, la alegria y el poder vivificante del
perdon eterno de Dios.
