Gospel Meditation

23rd Sunday in Ordinary Time

One of the most touching YouTube videos I’ve ever
seen is one in which a deaf woman receives new
technology to heal her hearing. She hears her
husband's voice for the first time — and her own, too
— and bursts into tears of overwhelming joy. It must
have been like an immovable wall between her and
her loved ones came tumbling down.

We are all like this woman, to some degree. We
believe in the presence of God’s love, but we can’t
hear Him. We can’t speak well about Him. The deaf
man who can’t speak properly in the Gospel today is
an image of what God wants us to experience again
and again. Jesus takes the man aside to a private place
away from the crowd, touches his ears and tongue,
and says, “Ephphata!” The man’s ears are opened,
and he speaks clearly. Contact with Christ has this
effect on us.

This experience happens to us in our baptism, almost
exactly. It happens to us in the liturgy. It happens in
our private prayer. It happens when we hear the voice
of God in our conscience. The more we engage these
privileged channels of Jesus’ healing, the more we
are empowered to hear and speak of the presence of
God’s perfect love.

RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY
MOMENTS By Colleen Jurkiewicz Dorman

Be Opened

There are several moments throughout the calendar year
when we are tricked into thinking we can reinvent
ourselves.

One of them is New Year’s Day. The barista at my
coffee shop told me that they sell more decaf coffee in
January than in the entirety of the remaining year,
because everyone is swearing off caffeine. By February,
she said, the trend subsides: folks have realized they’re
not actually superheroes just because the last digit of the
year has increased by one.

The beginning of a new school year is another of those
moments. Every pencil is freshly sharpened, and every
lesson plan is painstakingly plotted. Our heads are full of
what we plan to do this year, how we plan to do it, who
we plan to become.

But by May, the wind is out of our sails. We’ve learned
the concepts, we’ve used up the pencils, yes — but
we’ve remembered that underneath it all we’re basically
the same people, with the same shortcomings and the
same obstacles as we always were. The only difference
in September was we had new planners.

The truth is that we cannot reinvent ourselves. We can’t
change ourselves at all, not on New Year’s Day or the
first day of school or on our 40th birthday or after
quitting a bad habit. We are what we are: blind in some
ways, deaf in others, crippled in still more, moving
through life with uncertainty, stumbling in the dark.

People don’t change. Not without miracles.

But being a Christian means believing in miracles and
being ready for them at any moment — in January or in
September, in the middle of a hopeless week or at the
end of a bad day, when you feel strong and when you
don’t, when you want to be better and when you feel too
tired to try.

No, we can’t change ourselves, but we can be changed.
There is one who can change us if we will let him. He is
waiting — now, tomorrow, yesterday, next week. The
time is always right for a miracle.

“He put his finger into the man’s ears ... and said to
him, ‘Ephphatha!’— that is, ‘Be opened!” —And
immediately the man’s ears were opened ...”"

El hombre
sordo que no puede hablar correctamente en el Evan-
gelio de hoy es una imagen de lo que Dios quiere que
experimentemos una y otra vez. Jesus lleva al hombre
a un lugar privado, lejos de la multitud, le toca los
oidos y la lengua, y dice: “jEffata!”. Los oidos del
hombre se abren y habla con claridad. El contacto con
Cristo tiene este efecto en nosotros.

Esta experiencia nos sucede en nuestro bautismo, casi
exactamente. Nos sucede en la liturgia. Nos sucede en
nuestra oracion privada. Esto sucede cuando escucha-
mos la voz de Dios en nuestra conciencia. Cuanto
mas nos conectamos con estos canales privilegiados
de sanacion de Jesus, mas capacitados estamos para
escuchar y hablar de la presencia del amor perfecto de
Dios.

Hay varios momentos a lo largo del afio calendarizado en
los que nos enganan haciéndonos pensar que podemos
reinventarnos.

Pero en mayo, el viento ya no nos ayuda. Hemos
aprendido los conceptos, hemos agotado los lapices, si,
pero hemos recordado que en el fondo somos
basicamente las mismas personas, con las mismas
deficiencias y los mismos obstaculos que siempre.

Pero ser cristiano significa creer en los milagros y estar
preparado para ellos en cualquier momento: en enero o en
septiembre, en medio de una semana sin esperanza o al
final de un mal dia, cuando te sientes fuerte y cuando no,
cuando quieres ser mejor y cuando te sientes demasiado
cansado para intentarlo.

No nos podemos cambiarnos a nosotros mismos, pero si
podemos ser cambiados. Hay alguien que puede
cambiarnos si se lo permitimos. Esta esperando: ahora,
mafana, ayer, la semana que viene. Siempre es el
momento adecuado para un milagro.
