Thirty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time

The end is near! Many of us recall such predictions
from religious sources, mostly small evangelical sects
but even the larger Jehovah’s Witnesses. Catholics,
too. For instance, Pope Saint Clement of Rome
declared the end is near for the year 90; his successor
Pope Sylvester II for 1000; and Innocent III predicted
1284 as the world’s end by adding 666 years to the
date of Islam’s beginning. The end is near! Today’s
Liturgy of the Word opens with Daniel’s prediction
of “a time unsurpassed in distress since nations
began” (Daniel 12:1), for some “an everlasting horror
and disgrace” (12:2). In today’s Gospel, Jesus seems
to describe precisely what Daniel’s vision will look
like: “In those days after that tribulation the sun will
be darkened, and the moon will not give its light, and
the stars will be falling from the sky, and the powers
in the heavens will be shaken” (Mark 13:24-25).
The end is near! Well, at least the end is certain,
based on these scriptures proclaimed ominously mid-
way through this month of All Saints and All Souls.

LISTENING WITH JOYFUL HOPE

If the end is near or at least coming for certain,
Someone else is even nearer, indeed with us already!
For one thing, today’s Hebrews reading offers us
this blessed assurance: “by one offering (Jesus)
has made perfect forever those who are being
consecrated” (Hebrews 10:14). So, by the all-
sufficient sacrifice of Christ, forgiveness is ours,
our “consecration” having begun in Baptism.
Christ’s sacrifice, offered once and for all on the
cross, is now made ever present in the Church’s
Eucharistic Sacrifice, the Mass. But even before we
hear Hebrews proclaim such Good News, we need to
listen with joyful hope to Daniel. For, at that very
time Daniel declares “unsurpassed in distress,”
Daniel promises “at that time your people shall
escape, everyone who is found written in the
book” (Daniel 12:1). Recalling Hebrews again,
the writing of Daniel’s “book,” namely the Book of
Life, begins when our names are inscribed on the day
of our baptism.

GOOD NEWS IN THE END

Seen then as positive, Daniel’s predictions blossom
even more beautifully in Jesus’ Good News. Indeed,
Jesus invokes that very image: “Learn a lesson from
the fig tree” (Mark 13:28). Consider well: Jesus does
not predict produce that comes forth withered, or
even worse, poisoned, ending in (for many of us)
winter’s forthcoming thick clouds, deep snow, and
brutal cold. Placing before our eyes instead a
gloriously lovely and positive image, Jesus declares:
“When its branch becomes tender and sprouts leaves,
Continued next column...

you know that summer is near” (12:28). So where is
the “Gospel good” in today’s passage? Precisely in
what happens after “that tribulation” and “the powers
being shaken” in the Gospel’s opening lines
(12:24-25). For Jesus promises that we will “see ‘the
Son of Man coming in the clouds with great power
and glory’ ” (12:26). Jesus “will send out the angels
and gather his elect from the four winds, from the end
of the earth to the end of the sky” (12:27):
Jesus’ whole family gathered together, the little and
lowly lifted up, the lost sheep found. Tender indeed is
Jesus’ mercy; blessed fruit that endures and nourishes
us into eternity! So, we hope indeed that the end is

near!

HOMILY OF HIS HOLINESS POPE FRANCIS
HOLY MASS, St Peter’s Basilica, Sunday, 10 October 2021

A certain rich man came up to Jesus “as he was setting out
on his journey” (Mk 10:17). The Gospels frequently show us
Jesus “on a journey”; he walks alongside people and listens
to the questions and concerns lurking in their hearts.
He shows us that God is not found in neat and orderly places,
distant from reality, but walks ever at our side. He meets us
where we are, on the often rocky roads of life. Today, as we
begin this synodal process, let us begin by asking ourselves
—all of us, Pope, bishops, priests, religious and laity—whether
we, the Christian community, embody this “style” of God,
who travels the paths of history and shares in the life of
humanity. Are we prepared for the adventure of this journey?
Or are we fearful of the unknown, preferring to take refuge
in the usual excuses: “It’s useless” or “We’ve always done it
this way”?

Celebrating a Synod means walking on the same road, walking
together. Let us look at Jesus. First, he encounters the rich
man on the road; he then listens to his questions, and finally
he helps him discern what he must do to inherit eternal
life. Encounter, listen and discern. I would like to reflect on
these three verbs that characterize the Synod.

DIOCESAN CORE TEAM ANNOUNCED
FOR SYNOD 2021 - 2023

Bishop Michael C. Barber, SJ, has appointed Father
Jimmy Macalinao as the diocesan point of contact
for Synod 2021- 2023, a universal synod called by
Pope Francis which opened on Oct. 10, 60 years after
Pope John XXIII opened the Second Vatican Council.
Synod is a process used by many churches, rooted in
the history of the Catholic Church. A Greek word,
Synod can be interpreted as “walking together.”
The International Theological Commission (ITC)
describes synodality as “the path along with the People
of God walk together. Equally, it refers to the Lord
Jesus, who presents Himself as ‘the way, the truth and
the life’ (Jn 14:6) and to the fact that Christian,
His followers, were originally called ‘followers of the
Way.” ... Synodality ought to be expressed in the
Continued next column...

Church’s ordinary way of living and working.”

Father Macalinao said the Diocese of Oakland has
been, and is, experiencing synodality already. “There
are many processes, especially in recent years, which
we could offer as examples of synodality in our
diocese,” he said,” but the one which is truly diocesan-
wide is our Mission Alignment Process, or MAP.” The
MAP is intended to allow all Catholics to have input on
the future of the Church in the diocese. A diocesan
wide survey is currently underway and can be found
at https://www.catholicleaders.org/oaklanddmi.

The universal Synod 2021-2023 will culminate in a
gathering of bishops from throughout the world in
2023. Leading up to that meeting, every diocese in the
world is engaging in a consultation process this fall and
next spring. The results of that consultation in the
United States will be given to the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops, to be compiled and forwarded to the
Holy See.

Si el final esta cerca o, al menos, se acerca con
seguridad, hay alguien que estd ain mas cerca,
es mas, jya estd con nosotros! Por un lado, la lectura
de hoy de la carta a los hebreos nos ofrece esta
bendita seguridad: “con esta tnica ofrenda (Jests) ha
hecho perfectos de una vez para siempre a quienes
han sido consagrados” (Hebreos 10:14). Asi pues,
por el sacrificio omnipotente de Cristo, el perdon es
nuestro, habiendo comenzado nuestra “consagracion”
en el Bautismo. El sacrificio de Cristo, ofrecido de
una vez por todas en la cruz, se hace ahora siempre
presente en el Sacrificio Eucaristico de la Iglesia, la
Misa. Pero incluso antes de escuchar a Hebreos
proclamar esta Buena Nueva, debemos escuchar con
alegre esperanza a Daniel. Porque, en ese mismo
momento que Daniel declara “insuperable en la
angustia”, Daniel promete que “cuando llegue ese
momento, todos los hijos de tu pueblo que estén
escritos en el libro se salvaran” (Daniel 12:1).
Evocando de nuevo a Hebreos, la Escritura del
“libro” de Daniel, es decir, el Libro de la vida,
comienza cuando se inscriben nuestros nombres el dia
de nuestro bautismo.

Vistas entonces como algo positivo, las predicciones
de Daniel florecen atin mas hermosamente en la
Buena Nueva de Jesus. De hecho, Jests invoca esa

misma imagen: “Fijense en el ejemplo de la
higuera” (Marcos 13:28). Considérenlo bien: Jesus no
predice un producto que sale marchito, o peor auln,
envenenado, y que termina en (para muchos de
nosotros) las densas nubes del invierno que se
avecina, la nieve profunda y el frio brutal.
Poniendo ante nuestros ojos, en cambio, una imagen
gloriosamente hermosa y positiva, Jests declara
“Cuando sus ramas se ponen tiernas y brotan las
hojas, saben que se acerca el verano” (13:28).
Entonces, ;donde esta el “bien del Evangelio” en el
pasaje de hoy? Precisamente en lo que sucede
después de “esa tribulaciéon” y “los poderes que se
tambalean” en las primeras lineas del Evangelio
(12:24-25). Porque Jesus promete que “veremos al
Hijo del hombre venir en las nubes con gran poder y
gloria” (13:26). Jests “enviara a los angeles y reunira
a sus elegidos de los cuatro vientos, desde el extremo
de la tierra hasta el extremo del cielo” (12:27): Toda
la familia de Jesus reunida, los pequefios y humildes
levantados, la  oveja  perdida  encontrada.
La misericordia de Jesus es tierna, un fruto bendito
que perdura y nos alimenta hasta la eternidad.

Por eso, jesperamos que el final esté cerca!
