overall sense of urgency.

We would do well to re-tool our own way of living
this Advent, for we live in a world urgently in need of
hearing the message of Jesus proclaimed. It’s time for
us to “wake up!” and get out into the world to do it.

First Sunday of Advent

With Advent we begin a new church year as we renew
our preparations for the coming of Christ. The scriptures
show a profound movement from despair in the first
reading, as we feel the wrath of God’s anger and a sense
of being abandoned, to the responsorial psalm, which
begs us to turn toward God, and the second reading where
we see a glimmer of hope. Brimstone returns in the
Gospel. This sense of unease and pain is much like what
we have endured throughout 2020 with COVID-19,
racial struggles, and political campaigns. Frankly,
everyone is ready for a restart, for a do-over, for a better
year. We can understand the heartfelt prayer of the
prophet Isaiah: “Oh, that you would rend the heavens and
come down.” Hide not your face from us, O God,
but during these days of Advent may you reveal yourself
to each of us once again.

BE WATCHFUL! BE ALERT!

When Jesus does not speak in eloquent sentences,
but barks out imperative statements such as in our Gospel
reading today, one can understand the urgency. There is
no place for flowery language. “Be watchful! Be alert!”
One has a sense that these should be written in bold or all
caps! He tells the parable of the homeowner leaving his
workers at home, with no knowledge of when he would
return. Without phones and texts and travel schedules it
could have meant the homeowner was returning sometime
in the day, or sometime in the coming month or year. So
Jesus is not telling us, “You have to behave for a little bit,”
but rather, “You must live your life and work like the
homeowner is always here. You must always be prepared.”

WATCH!

This author was very aware of the language of “master/
servant” in the Gospel today and is reading it and praying
it in light of discussions on racism in recent months.
Perhaps this goes with the last imperative at the end of the
parable to “Watch!” This year has taught us to be alert
in our actions such as social distancing, masks,
and sanitizing, as well as in our language and even our
thoughts. Now how do we apply that to our spirituality,
to our faith? For many, due to restrictions on numbers in
church, singing, and choirs, this has meant learning to
pray in a whole different way. The celebration of liturgy
is the same as ever, with its focus always on the Word and
the Eucharist, but for those in the pew, or still watching
on livestream, the sense of active participation has taken
on a very different meaning from how most of us have
experienced liturgy in our lifetime. It feels like we have
become spectators rather than participants. Perhaps this
challenge can move us from complacency in our faith, to
rediscover and relate to God in new ways, and call us to
be even stronger in our personal faith. We must remain
diligent. We must “watch.” We must hope. We must love.

We must pray.

From the Most Reverend Bishop Michael Barber
On November 18, 2020, Bishop Barber issued the
following statement about revised protocols for
attending liturgies and reception of Holy Communion:

OAKLAND - Catholic parishes in Alameda and
Contra Costa counties, which constitute the Diocese
of Oakland, have revised their protocols for Catholics
to attend Mass and receive Holy Communion,
effective immediately.

“Our first consideration since this crisis began has
always been the spiritual and physical health of our
faithful. We rely on medical professionals and
government requirements to inform our decisions,”
Bishop Michael C. Barber, SJ, wrote when issuing
the guidelines. The guidelines apply to Masses,
weddings,  funerals,  baptisms, confirmation,
quinceafieras and other sacraments and rituals.

No indoor services with a congregation are allowed.
Parishes are encouraged to keep churches open for
individual, private prayer, outside of scheduled services.

The diocese recommends that parishes livestream Masses
(more information here) to their parishioners. Other
acceptable options are to hold services outdoors,
with individuals following county health requirements by
being masked and standing or sitting at least six feet
apart; or outdoor services with parishioners remaining in
their cars. Details for all three options have been provided
to parish pastors and staff.

“The safest option, by far, is to livestream Masses,
and encourage the faithful to make a ‘spiritual
communion’ from home,” Bishop Barber advised
parish leadership.

Bishop Barber has extended the dispensation from
the obligation to attend Sunday Mass until further
notice, and the distribution of the Precious Blood is
suspended indefinitely.

In a letter to the faithful released Nov. 18, and published
in The Catholic Voice, the diocesan newspaper, Bishop
Barber encouraged Catholics to rediscover the concept
of “domestic church.” “Your home is a holy place.
Worship the Lord there,” he wrote.

Administrators for diocesan schools are reviewing the
counties’ guidelines; decisions regarding whether
instruction will be in-person or online will be made
by the individual schools. “We have always
emphasized a measured and balanced approach,
taking the county recommendations as our lead,
and working closely with the faculty, staff and parent
community in our decision making,” explained
Kathleen Radecke, superintendent of schools. “We
have always prioritized the health and safety of our
faculty, staff and students and that remains our focus.

{ESTEN ATENTOS! ;ESTEN ALERTA!

Cuando Jesus no habla con frases elocuentes, lo hace con
frases en imperativo que raspan, asi como las de la lectura
del Evangelio de hoy, uno puede entender la urgencia.
No hay lugar para el lenguaje florido. “jEstén atentos!
iEstén alerta!” jUno tiene la sensacion de que deben
escribirse en negritas o en mayusculas! El cuenta la
parabola del duefio de la casa dejando a sus trabajadores
en casa, sin decirles cuando va a regresar. Sin teléfonos,
textos e itinerario de viaje podria haber significado que el
duefio de la casa regresaria en algin momento del dia,
o en algun momento del proximo mes o afio. Asi que Jests
no nos dice “tienes que comportarte un poco”, sino mas bien
“debes vivir tu vida y trabajar como si el duefio de la casa
estuviera siempre aqui. Debes estar siempre preparado”.

{PERMANECE ALERTA!

Este autor era muy consciente del lenguaje de “duefio/
esclavo” en el Evangelio de hoy y lo estd leyendo y
rezando a la luz de los debates del racismo de los ultimos
meses. Tal vez esto va con la ultima frase imperativa al
final de la parabola “permanezcan alerta”. Este afio nos ha
enseflado a estar alerta en nuestras acciones como el
mantener una distancia fisica, el uso del cubre bocas y el
desinfectar superficies, asi como en nuestro lenguaje e
incluso en nuestros pensamientos. Ahora, ;como
empleamos eso a nuestra espiritualidad, a nuestra fe? Para
muchas personas, debido a las restricciones al numero de
personas permitido en la iglesia y en los coros, esto ha
significado aprender a rezar de una manera totalmente
diferente. La celebracion de la liturgia es la misma de
siempre, con su enfoque en la Palabra y en la Eucaristia,
pero para aquellas personas que estan en las bancas o que
la ven transmitida en las redes sociales o en la TV,
el sentido de la participacion activa toma un significado
muy diferente de como la mayoria de nosotros hemos
experimentado la liturgia en nuestra vida.

Debemos seguir
siendo perseverantes. Debemos “permanecer alerta”.
