THE POOR

As Christians, we hear a lot about the witness and
service that we are called to render to the poor among
us. However, the poor also have a witness and a ser-
vice to render to us. Like the actions of the widow in
today’s Gospel, the openness and generosity of many
of those who are poor, even in the midst of their own
poverty, bear witness to the fact that, ultimately, we
can depend only on God. Giving one’s all witnesses
that God will give all to anyone who trusts in divine
goodness.

The poor or disadvantaged also serve. They serve
judgment on our individual and corporate ways of
acting. If people are sleeping in our streets, that is a
judgment on our priorities regarding others. At the
same time, the poor can act as mediators of salvation.
When they care for others they can redeem our indif-
ference and insensibility, lead us to care as well, and

save us from ourselves.

Thirty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time

This year, it seems the Lectionary’s scriptures not
only reinforce the Catholic tradition of November
prayer for our beloved departed, but also join with
nature’s storms and the pandemic as well as
humanity’s violent disasters to remind us that we are
moving inexorably toward the end of history, both the
world’s and our own. Today’s Old Testament reading
prepares us for a fruitful hearing of the Gospel.
The primary challenge set before us is an undoubted
faith that prompts the total giving of self. That lesson
is offered to us with an urgency matching
November’s eschatological motif: the End and the
Judgment. Two widows are presented, the OlId
Testament’s widow of Zarephath and the Gospel’s
widow of the temple. Both exemplify faith-filled
people who quietly give what they cannot afford:
their all, for the glory of God and in the service of
others.

GREAT FAITH IS DEMANDED

We quickly come to admire the Old Testament widow
whom Elijah asks for help. The Zarephath widow is
carrying only “a couple of sticks,” to cook her limited
resources, “a handful of flour and a little oil,” fulfilling
her personal responsibility, “for myself and my son”
(1 Kings 17:12). Elijah’s request demands great faith
and self-sacrifice of this poor widow, because
providing such life-sustaining care to a “foreign”
prophet puts the widow’s survival and her son’s at
great risk: her religion is worshipping paganism’s false
idol, Baal; her king is father of Jezebel, now wife
of Elijah’s king Ahab. Elijah is fleeing the
death-threatening wrath of both Jezebel and Ahab,
whom Elijah infuriated by declaring that God had
decreed a drought to punish them for corrupting Israel
with Jezebel’s Baal-worship. Elijah makes the widow’s
risk explicit by promising that her flour and oil will not
fail by power of “the Lord, the God of Israel (not her
god, Baal!)” (17:14). Therefore, faith is demanded both
of the one who gives, the widow, and of the one who
asks, Elijah.

SELF-SACRIFICING GIFT

Today’s Gospel episode takes place just after Jesus
enters Jerusalem immediately before his Passion.
Trustfully and with self-sacrifice, like Zarephath’s
widow and the widow whom Jesus sees at the temple,
Jesus will give his all for our redemption. Thus Jesus
emphasizes of the widow he sees that her gift is
unreserved: “from her poverty, all she had, her whole
livelihood” (Mark 12:44). And, doubtlessly, Jesus
saw himself and his self-giving in her and her
self-giving. In Mark’s next chapter Jesus predicts the
downfall of this very temple. So the widow’s
Continued next column...

unreserved giving from what she could not afford must
have struck Jesus both as a victimization by others and,
in the end, as a useless gift: the building controlled by
the scribes’ manipulation was destined for destruction.
Her giving became a vivid prefiguring of his own
victimization by others in the unreserved giving of his
very life, which would seem to many a useless gift,
for Jesus would die and be buried. Only Jesus’ true
disciples—are we?—believe that, by his resurrection,
Jesus has become the Cornerstone of the new building,
the Church, that replaces that torn-down temple.
Therefore, we are to make our own gift of self to God
in our unceasing gift of self-sacrificing love to others

until Jesus comes again.

HOMILY OF HIS HOLINESS POPE FRANCIS
HOLY MASS, St Peter’s Basilica, Sunday, 10 October 2021

A certain rich man came up to Jesus “as he was setting out
on his journey” (Mk 10:17). The Gospels frequently show us
Jesus “on a journey”; he walks alongside people and listens
to the questions and concerns lurking in their hearts.
He shows us that God is not found in neat and orderly places,
distant from reality, but walks ever at our side. He meets us
where we are, on the often rocky roads of life. Today, as we
begin this synodal process, let us begin by asking ourselves
—all of us, Pope, bishops, priests, religious and laity—whether
we, the Christian community, embody this “style” of God,
who travels the paths of history and shares in the life of
humanity. Are we prepared for the adventure of this journey?
Or are we fearful of the unknown, preferring to take refuge
in the usual excuses: “It’s useless” or “We’ve always done it
this way”?

Celebrating a Synod means walking on the same road, walking
together. Let us look at Jesus. First, he encounters the rich
man on the road; he then listens to his questions, and finally
he helps him discern what he must do to inherit eternal
life. Encounter, listen and discern. I would like to reflect on
these three verbs that characterize the Synod.

DIOCESAN CORE TEAM ANNOUNCED
FOR SYNOD 2021 - 2023

Bishop Michael C. Barber, SJ, has appointed Father
Jimmy Macalinao as the diocesan point of contact
for Synod 2021- 2023, a universal synod called by
Pope Francis which opened on Oct. 10, 60 years after
Pope John XXIII opened the Second Vatican Council.
Synod is a process used by many churches, rooted in
the history of the Catholic Church. A Greek word,
Synod can be interpreted as “walking together.”
The International Theological Commission (ITC)
describes synodality as “the path along with the People
of God walk together. Equally, it refers to the Lord
Jesus, who presents Himself as ‘the way, the truth and
the life’ (Jn 14:6) and to the fact that Christian,
His followers, were originally called ‘followers of the
Way.” ... Synodality ought to be expressed in the
Continued next column...

Church’s ordinary way of living and working.”

Father Macalinao said the Diocese of Oakland has
been, and is, experiencing synodality already. “There
are many processes, especially in recent years, which
we could offer as examples of synodality in our
diocese,” he said,” but the one which is truly diocesan-
wide is our Mission Alignment Process, or MAP.” The
MAP is intended to allow all Catholics to have input on
the future of the Church in the diocese. A diocesan
wide survey is currently underway and can be found
at https://www.catholicleaders.org/oaklanddmi.

The universal Synod 2021-2023 will culminate in a
gathering of bishops from throughout the world in
2023. Leading up to that meeting, every diocese in the
world is engaging in a consultation process this fall and
next spring. The results of that consultation in the
United States will be given to the U.S. Conference of
Catholic Bishops, to be compiled and forwarded to the
Holy See.

En este afio parece que las Escrituras del Leccionario
no solo refuerzan la tradicion catdlica de este mes de
noviembre por la oracidon de nuestros seres queridos

Répidamente llegamos a admirar a la viuda del Antiguo
Testamento a la que Elias pide ayuda. La viuda de
Sarepta solo lleva “lefia” para cocinar sus limitados
recursos, “un puiado de harina y un poco de aceite”,
cumpliendo con su responsabilidad personal, “para mi
y para mi hijo” (1 Reyes 17:12). La peticion de Elias
exige una gran fe y abnegacion por parte de esta
pobre viuda, ya que proporcionar esos cuidados
vitales a un profeta “extranjero” pone en gran riesgo
la supervivencia de la viuda y de su hijo: su religiéon
es la adoracion del falso idolo del paganismo, Baal;
su rey es el padre de Jezabel y de Ajab, a quienes
Elias enfurecié declarando que Dios habia decretado
una sequia para castigarlos por corromper a Israel con
el culto a Baal de Jezabel. Elias hace explicito el riesgo
de la viuda al prometer que su harina y su aceite no
faltaran por el poder del “Sefior, el Dios de Israel (jno
de su dios, Baal!)” (17:14). Por lo tanto, se exige fe
tanto al que da, la viuda, como al que pide, Elias.

DON DE ABNEGACION

El episodio del Evangelio de hoy tiene lugar justo
después de que Jesis entre en Jerusalén,
inmediatamente antes de su Pasion. Con confianza y
abnegacion, como la viuda de Sarepta y la viuda que
Jesus ve en el templo, Jesus lo dara todo por nuestra
redencion. Asi, Jests subraya de la viuda que ve que
su entrega es sin reservas: “de su pobreza, todo lo que
tenia, todo su sustento” (Marcos 12:44). Y, sin duda,
Jesus se vio a si mismo y a su entrega en ella y en su
entrega. En el siguiente capitulo de Marcos, Jesus
predice la caida de este mismo templo. Asi que la
donacion sin reservas de la viuda de lo que no podia
Continua en la siguiente columna...

pagar debi6 de parecerle a Jesus tanto una
victimizacion por parte de los demas como, al final,
un regalo inuatil: el edificio controlado por la
manipulacion de los escribas estaba destinado a la
destruccion. La donacion de ella se convirtid en una
vivida prefiguracion de su propia victimizacidon por
parte de otros en la entrega sin reservas de su propia
vida, que a muchos les pareceria un regalo inutil, pues
Jesus moriria y seria enterrado. Solo los verdaderos
discipulos de Jeslis —nosotros— creemos que, por su
resurreccion, Jesus se ha convertido en la Piedra
angular del nuevo edificio, la Iglesia, que sustituye a
aquel templo derruido. Por lo tanto, debemos hacer
nuestra propia entrega a Dios en nuestro incesante regalo

de amor abnegado a los demads hasta que Jesus vuelva.
