Gospel Meditation
Third Sunday of Advent

On a bright Spring morning, a passerby once saw St.
Francis of Assisi hoeing a row of beans and asked
him, “What would you be doing right now if you
knew this was the last day of your earthly life?” The
Saint responded, “I’d keep hoeing this row of beans.”
Preparing for this world to end — whether by our
death or by Jesus’ glorious coming — invites us to
live not in the past or the present, but deeply in the
present moment.

This same point is on display in the simple advice
given by the wild and eccentric John the Baptist. He
speaks of the one who is to come who will baptize
“with the Holy Spirit and fire” (Luke 3:16). Despite
the bizarre awesomeness of this announcement, he
tells his listeners to engage in the present moment with
simple acts of justice and love as their preparation for
Jesus’ coming, sharing their clothes and food,
eliminating greedy and underhanded practices, being
content with their wages. It’s so undramatic. But how
many actually did it? We don’t know. How many of
us will commit ourselves to these types of humble and
demanding practices in our lives? That’s what we
should be doing now in our present moment, not
worrying about the future.

Advent challenge: Name one way you are doing the
bare minimum towards others in your daily life. Or
name something you are doing because you are not
content with your financial situation. Pray: “Jesus, if it
is your will, help me to stop doing these things this
week. Help me prepare for your coming.” Then make
the appropriate changes. — Father John Muir (LPI)

Asking the Question

I have found in my life that if [ am certain of
the answer to a big and complicated question
— right away, no doubts or hesitations — there
is a high likelihood that the answer is actually
the wrong one.

Because most of the time the truth is buried
beneath a thicket of pride, prejudice, and
ignorance. To find our answers, we have to be
ready to put the gardening gloves on and pick
through the thorns. We have to pray. We have
to reflect. We have to question ourselves and
others. We have to examine our feelings. And
then we have to pray some more.

See, I would be willing to bet that the tax
collectors and soldiers knew. Deep in their
hearts, they knew.

They knew when they approached John the
Baptist and asked him, “Teacher, what should
we do?” that his reply was not going to be:
“Keep doing exactly what you’re doing.”

They had heard this guy preach. They knew
what he was about: repentance. They might not
have known exactly what John the Baptist was
going to tell them to do, but they knew
whatever it was, it was going to be a challenge.
It was going to turn their lives upside down.

I give them credit for asking the question.
That’s a hard thing to do, and I don’t do it
enough. Too often, I’'m afraid to ask the
question.

How do I love this person? How do I live out
my baptismal call in this particular situation?
How do I draw water from the fountain of
salvation — and how do I do it with joy, as we
are commanded by the Psalms?

Christmas is ten days away. Are we asking the
question?

En una luminosa mafiana de primavera, un transeunte vio a
San Francisco de Asis escardando una hilera de judias y le
preguntd: “;Qué estarias haciendo ahora mismo si supieras
que este es el ultimo dia de tu vida terrenal?”’. El santo
respondio: “Seguiria escardando esta hilera de judias”.
Prepararse para el fin de este mundo —ya sea por nuestra
muerte o por la gloriosa venida de Jesus— nos invita a
vivir no en el pasado ni en el presente, sino profundamente
en el momento presente.

Este mismo punto se muestra en el sencillo consejo que da
el salvaje y excéntrico Juan el Bautista. Habla de aquel que
ha de venir y que bautizara “con Espiritu Santo y fuego
(Lucas 3:16)”. A pesar de lo extrafio y maravilloso de este
anuncio, les dice a sus oyentes que participen en el
momento presente con simples actos de justicia y amor
como preparacion para la venida de Jesus, compartiendo su
ropa y comida, eliminando las practicas codiciosas y
deshonestas, y estando contentos con su salario. Es muy
poco dramatico. Pero, ;cuantos lo hicieron realmente? No
lo sabemos. ;Cuantos de nosotros nos comprometemos a
realizar este tipo de précticas humildes y exigentes en
nuestras vidas? Eso es lo que deberiamos estar haciendo
ahora, en nuestro momento presente, sin preocuparnos por
el futuro.

Desafio de Adviento: Menciona una forma en la que estas
haciendo lo minimo indispensable para los demas en tu
vida diaria. O menciona algo que estas haciendo porque no
estas contento con tu situacion financiera. Ora: “Jesus, si
es tu voluntad, aytidame a dejar de hacer estas cosas esta
semana. Ayudame a prepararme para tu venida”. Luego
haz los cambios apropiados.
