Gospel Meditation
The Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph

As a first-time pastor in a parish, I received a phone call
one afternoon from a young married couple, “Father, our 2-
year-old son drowned in our pool this morning. We are at
the hospital. Please help us.” I sped over. The little boy was
gone, his body cold, slightly blue, laid out on a bed. His
parents were distraught and in shock. For the next few
years, | walked with the couple along their difficult and
painful road. They openly shared with me how they were
often tempted to blame and accuse each other for the loss.
And yet, by God’s grace, their love for each grew stronger
and deeper as the years went by.

The Holy Family was not without its pain and loss, either.
Luke tells us, after losing their twelve-year-old son, Joseph
and Mary “after three days found him in the temple ar-
ea, sitting among the teachers...” (Luke 2:46). We don’t
know specifically what those three days were like for them
except for what Mary says: “Your father and I have been
looking for you anxiously.” The three days of his absence
foreshadow his death and burial. His finding in the temple
is a kind of resurrection for his family. They had to learn,
again and again, that their family was becoming a place
where death and resurrection was not only accepted but
welcomed and celebrated. But surely they deeply felt the
dangerous agony of their loss — just like every couple who
has lost a child.

What losses in your experience of family still cause you
anxiety? In what ways has God’s presence seemingly van-
ished in your family? Will you keep searching for Jesus?
Remember, he will rise and be found. Your family may be
suffering, but when he is found, it will be stronger than ev-
er before.

Where is Jesus?

Every mother who has ever lost sight of her
child in a crowd, even for a few seconds,
knows the panic.

I think of Mary living with that level of anxiety
for three straight days. I doubt she slept, but
I’'m sure Joseph forced her to lie down at night,
imploring her to think of her health, to rest
while he kept on searching the streets of Jerusa-
lem. I imagine her lying there, eyes open and
staring at the ceiling. Mary, full of grace. Mary,
spotless of sin. Weeping in the dark, whisper-
ing, “Where is he?”

It’s an experience that we all have at one point
or another. Running through the world, desper-
ate and confused, just trying to find God and
failing so miserably that we wonder if He’s
purposefully eluding us.

If Mary couldn’t even find Him, do we stand a
chance?

Why didn’t Mary think to look in the temple?
She had wisdom beyond anyone else who ever
lived, at least when it came to Jesus. But I think
God purposefully dropped a veil over her rea-
soning for these three days, so that He could
show us it’s okay to lose our way.

He isn’t eluding us. In fact, He’s trying to make
it easy. He’s staying put, in one place, the very
place we should know to look. But the streets
of our life are so crowded and loud, so full of
distraction.

The Christmas season is about God revealing to
us who and what and where He is. He has told
us. The question is, have we listened?

Meditacion del Evangelio
La Sagrada Familia de Jesus, Maria y José

Como pastor de una parroquia por primera vez, una tarde re-
cibi una llamada telefonica de un matrimonio joven: “Padre,
nuestro hijo de dos afios se ahog6 en nuestra piscina esta ma-
fiana. Estamos en el hospital. Por favor, aytidenos”. Me acer-
qué rapidamente. El pequefio habia desaparecido, su cuerpo
frio, ligeramente azul, tendido en una cama. Sus padres esta-
ban angustiados y en estado de shock. Durante los siguientes
afios, acompaifi¢ a la pareja en su dificil y doloroso camino.
Me contaron abiertamente como a menudo se sentian tentados
a culparse y acusarse mutuamente por la pérdida. Y, sin em-
bargo, por la gracia de Dios, su amor mutuo se hizo mas fuer-
te y profundo con el paso de los afios.

La Sagrada Familia tampoco estuvo exenta de dolor y pérdi-
da. Lucas nos dice que, después de perder a su hijo de doce
afios, José y Maria “tres dias después lo encontraron en el
templo, sentado entre los maestros...” (Lucas 2:46). No sabe-
mos especificamente como fueron esos tres dias para ellos,
excepto lo que dice Maria: “Tu padre y yo te estabamos bus-
cando angustiados”. Los tres dias de su ausencia presagian su
muerte y sepultura. Su hallazgo en el templo es una especie
de resurreccion para su familia. Tuvieron que aprender, una y
otra vez, que su familia se estaba convirtiendo en un lugar
donde la muerte y la resurreccion no solo eran aceptadas sino
bienvenidas y celebradas. Pero seguramente sintieron profun-
damente la peligrosa agonia de su pérdida, al igual que toda
pareja que ha perdido un hijo.

(Qué pérdidas en su experiencia familiar todavia le causan
ansiedad? ;De qué manera la presencia de Dios aparentemen-
te ha desaparecido en su familia? ;Seguira buscando a Jests?
Recuerde, ¢l resucitard y serd encontrado. Su familia puede
estar sufriendo, pero cuando lo encuentren, sera mas fuerte
que nunca.
