SUNDAY'S READINGS

First Reading:
‘We cried to the LORD, the God of our fathers,
and he heard our cry.” (Dt 26:7)

GOSPEL MEDITATION
1st SUNDAY OF LENT

One of the most fascinating moments in American history
is when George Washington could have become the king of
the newly liberated United States and didn’t. At the height
of his power and fame, on Dec. 23, 1783, he resigned his
commission as Commander-in-Chief, and went home. The
astonished King of England remarked that in doing so,
Washington was “the greatest man in the world.” Greatness
is often defined by what we could do but don’t. Greatness
is measured by the temptations we overcome.

Jesus’ greatness is revealed in his victory over temptations,
too. The three offered him by the devil contain, we might
say, all potential possible temptations: food, power and
fame. They correspond to the triple human needs of body,
soul and spirit. In overcoming these three, he says “no” in
essence to every and even the greatest temptation. We see
that every desire of his humanity — body, soul and spirit
— is perfectly united to God, to love. This is a power avail-
able to each member of his body. It is the path to true great-
ness. How can we, who so easily fall into even small temp-
tations, find the power to overcome large ones? By entering
into the great dynamics of Jesus’ temptations.

Lenten challenge: This first week of Lent, list some
concrete ways you can overcome temptations that cor-
respond with your desires. For example, you may give
up snacks between meals, choose not to participate in
an activity of which you are an expert, and decide to
reduce social media posting by 50%. It may not seem
like much, but by saying “no” to the tyranny of food,
power, and fame (in this example), you’ll discover
true greatness.

What the Devil Doesn’t Have

The devil knows all the rules. The devil knows
all the Bible verses. He probably knows them
better than you do (certainly better than I do).
He knows them so well that here, in today’s
Gospel, he thinks he can outsmart the Son of
God. He thinks he can out-argue him.

See, the thing you need to know about the devil
is that he could have a master’s degree in theol-
ogy. Maybe even a doctorate. But have you ev-
er met a master’s student, or even a doctoral
one, who doesn’t have a particular passion for
what they’re studying? I sure have.

The devil didn’t rebel against God because he
didn’t understand God’s will. He rebelled be-
cause he understood God’s will perfectly —
and he didn’t like it.

The devil knows that Jesus is human, and so in
today’s Gospel he employs all the very best
tricks he has for getting humans to break. Phys-
ical hunger. Insecurity and a desire for power.
The yearning to appear learned and wise.

The devil will try these things with us, too —
this Lent, and throughout our lives.

It doesn’t work with Jesus, because, of course,
Jesus is not just human. He can feel temptation,
but he will not submit to it. But how are we
supposed to do the same? We’re not divine.
We’re just human.

Well, here’s the thing. We may be only human,
but as Christians, we have a secret weapon.
(No, it’s not a master’s degree in theology.
Some of you may have that, but it probably
doesn’t make you holier.)

We have a love of what the devil has renounced
— those things belonging solely to God. Truth.
Joy. Humility. Sanctifying sacrifice.

Let the love of those things carry you through
this Lent, and beyond.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO
1ST SUNDAY OF LENT

Uno de los momentos mas fascinantes de la historia de
Estados Unidos es cuando George Washington podria ha-
ber sido rey de los recién liberados Estados Unidos y no lo
fue. En el apogeo de su poder y fama, el 23 de diciembre
de 1783, renuncid a su cargo de comandante en jefe y re-
gresod a casa. El asombrado rey de Inglaterra comento que,
al hacerlo, Washington era “el hombre mas grande del
mundo”. La grandeza se define a menudo por lo que po-
driamos hacer pero no hacemos. La grandeza se mide por
las tentaciones que superamos.

La grandeza de Jests también se revela en su victoria so-
bre las tentaciones. Las tres que le ofrece el diablo con-
tienen, podriamos decir, todas las posibles tentaciones po-
tenciales: comida, poder y fama. Corresponden a la triple
necesidad humana de cuerpo, alma y espiritu. Al vencer
estas tres, dice “no” en esencia a todas las tentaciones, in-
cluso a la mas grande. Vemos que cada deseo de su hu-
manidad —cuerpo, alma y espiritu— esta perfectamente
unido a Dios, al amor. Este es un poder disponible para
cada miembro de su cuerpo. Es el camino hacia la
verdadera grandeza. ;Cémo podemos nosotros, que tan
facilmente caemos en las pequefias tentaciones, encontrar
el poder para superar las grandes? Entrando en la gran
dinamica de las tentaciones de Jests.

Desafio cuaresmal: Esta primera semana de Cuaresma,
enumera algunas formas concretas en las que puedes
superar las tentaciones que se corresponden con tus
deseos. Por ejemplo, puedes dejar de comer bocadillos
entre comidas, elegir no participar en una actividad en la
que eres experto y decidir reducir las publicaciones en las
redes sociales en un 50%. Puede que no parezca mucho,
pero al decir "no" a la tirania de la comida, el poder y la
fama (en este ejemplo), descubriras la verdadera grandeza.
