Gospel Meditation

10th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Jesus asks us a stunning question this week: “How can
Satan cast out Satan?” To enter into this question opens up
the often-hidden dynamics of what Jesus has done and is
constantly doing. If we’re honest, our response to some
degree is: “How else can we cast him out? Satan is
precisely how we cast out Satan!” But Jesus wants us to
see this finally does not work. Here’s what [ mean.

Satanas names the demonic mechanism by which we
render wholeness through accusation. When we face a
threat, we seek something to protect us (e.g., more money,
social status, security, power, etc.). Rivals inevitably arise
for these things and so do tensions. Accusation presents
itself. “I’ll never be successful unless I get ahead of that
guy.” “She’s already trying to get ahead of me.” “That
group of immigrants is trying to take our jobs.” And so on.
The accusation grows into a fear-inducing threat — things
will break apart — no, they already are! Hurry! We inflict
violence on the victim and — as if by magic — peace
ensues. For a time. Soon fresh accusations are required to
hold new chaos at bay, until there is no community left at
all. This is essentially humankind’s sad history in a
nutshell.

Jesus’ cross and resurrection unmasks this broken system
of “casting out Satan by Satan” and ushers in a new one he
calls “the Kingdom of God.” He reveals that the dynamic
of accusation is nothing compared to his power of divine
mercy and love. The cross (and not Satan) is the real
power to tear down strongholds of sin and cast out Satan.
This is why he describes himself as the “stronger man who
ties up the strong man to plunder his house.” This week
let’s notice the ways we “cast out Satan by Satan,” and
then refuse to do it anymore. Because in the long run, that
divided house cannot stand.

In the Family Way

Look here: there is no one more family-oriented
than me. I drive a minivan. [ wear mom jeans. I
wipe unidentified gunk off of kids’ faces without a
second thought.

I’m all about family, but I’m not always a fan of
what “family” has come to mean in the modern
lexicon. Family values. Family-friendly.
Family-oriented. It’s usually a synonym for “non-
offensive.” Soft. Moderate. Nice.

It’s all fine, I suppose. But is it genuine? Creating a
family, bringing that family physically into the
world, was the hardest and most painful thing I ever
did. The care and keeping of that family — the
teamwork with my spouse, the feeding and watering
of the children, the teaching of the writing and the
reading the and praying — it’s very hardcore. It’s
not all stuffed animals and peekaboo. It’s a mental,
spiritual, and physical challenge that daily brings
me to my knees.

I’m not even talking exclusively about parenting
young children. I’'m talking about being part of a
family in any way — being a son, being a daughter,
being a sister and cousin and uncle. Families are
complicated and strange and messy. Sometimes
boundaries need to be drawn, or they need to be
crossed. Sometimes walls need to be put up or torn
down. It’s never easy. It’s never simple.

But I’ve never known someone who didn’t want to
be part of a family in some way, whether that’s a
blood family or one created by circumstance. And
there’s a reason Christ creates a family (“Whoever
does the will of God is my brother and sister and
mother”) and not a club.

A family is a crucible, yes — but what comes out is
so much more beautiful than what went in. For all
the effort and even pain that is sometimes involved
in a family relationship, there is nothing more
defining, more fulfilling.

We are part of Christ’s family, and what we can
expect from that is certainly not a life of simple,
clear-cut, undemanding discipleship. We can expect
confusion. We can expect discomfort. But

we can expect to be perpetually drawn to the heart
of one who loves us without hesitation, without
condition. In the end, we’re family.

Meditacion del Evangelio

Décimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

Jesus nos hace una pregunta sorprendente esta semana: “;Coémo
puede Satanas expulsar a Satanas?” Entrar en esta cuestion abre
la dindmica a menudo oculta de lo que Jesus ha hecho y esta
haciendo constantemente. Si somos honestos, nuestra respuesta
hasta cierto punto es: “;De qué otra manera podemos
expulsarlo? jSatanas es precisamente la forma en que
expulsamos a Satanas! Pero Jeslis quiere que veamos que esto
finalmente no funciona. Esto es lo que quiero decir.

Satanas nombra el mecanismo demoniaco mediante el cual
brindamos plenitud a través de la acusacion. Cuando
enfrentamos una amenaza, buscamos algo que nos proteja (por
ejemplo, mas dinero, estatus social, seguridad, poder, etc.).
Inevitablemente surgen rivales por estas cosas y también
tensiones. Se presenta la acusacion. "Nunca tendré éxito a menos
que me adelante a ese tipo". "Ella ya esta tratando de adelantarse
ami". "Ese grupo de inmigrantes esta tratando de quitarnos
nuestros trabajos". Etcétera. La acusacion se convierte en una
amenaza que induce miedo: las cosas se romperan, jno, ya lo
estan! jApurarse! Infligimos violencia a la victima y, como por
arte de magia, sobreviene la paz. Por un tiempo. Pronto se
necesitaran nuevas acusaciones para mantener a raya el nuevo
caos, hasta que no quede ninguna comunidad. Esta es
esencialmente, en pocas palabras, la triste historia de la
humanidad.

La cruz y la resurreccion de Jesus desenmascaran este sistema
roto de “expulsar a Satanas por Satands” y marcan el comienzo
de uno nuevo que ¢l llama “el Reino de Dios”. Revela que la
dindmica de la acusacion no es nada comparada con su poder de
misericordia y amor divinos. La cruz (y no Satanas) es el
verdadero poder para derribar las fortalezas del pecado y
expulsar a Satanas. Por eso se describe a si mismo como el
“hombre més fuerte que ata al hombre fuerte para saquear su
casa”. Esta semana observemos las formas en que “expulsamos a
Satanas por medio de Satanas” y luego nos negamos a hacerlo
mas. Porque a la larga, esa casa dividida no puede mantenerse en

pie.

A la Manera de la Familia

Mira: no hay nadie mas orientada a la familia que
yo. Conduzco una minivan. Llevo pantalones de
mezclilla de mama. Limpio la suciedad no identifi-
cada de la cara de los nifios sin pensarlo dos veces.

Soy toda a favor de la familia, pero no siempre soy
partidaria de lo que ha llegado a significar "familia"
en el 1éxico moderno. Valores familiares. Ideal para
familias. Orientado a la familia. Suelen ser sindbnimo
de "no ofensivo." Suave. Moderado. Lindo.

Esta todo bien, supongo. ;Pero es genuino? Crear
una familia, traer esa familia fisicamente al mundo,
fue lo mas dificil y doloroso que he hecho en mi
vida. El cuidado y mantenimiento de esa familia (el
trabajo en equipo con mi conyuge, la alimentacion y
cultivacion de los nifios, la ensenanza de la escritu-
ra, la lectura y la oracion) es muy duro. No todo son
animales de peluche y juegos de escondites. Es un
desafio mental, espiritual y fisico que diariamente
me pone de rodillas.

Ni siquiera me refiero exclusivamente a la crianza
de niflos pequefios. Me refiero a ser parte de una
familia de cualquier manera: ser hijo, hija, hermana,
prima y tio. Las familias son complicadas, extrafas
y desordenadas. A veces es necesario trazar limites
o traspasarlos. A veces es necesario levantar o derri-
bar paredes. Nunca es facil. Nunca es sencillo.

Pero nunca he conocido a alguien que no quisiera
ser parte de una familia de alguna manera, ya sea
una familia de sangre o una creada por las circuns-
tancias. Y hay una razon por la que Cristo crea una
familia (“El que hace la voluntad de Dios es mi her-

mano, mi hermana y mi madre”) y no un club.

Una familia es una prueba, si, pero lo que sale es
mucho mas hermoso que lo que entra. A pesar de
todo el esfuerzo e incluso el dolor que a veces im-
plica una relacion familiar, no hay nada mas defini-
torio y satisfactorio.

Somos parte de la familia de Cristo, y lo que pode-
mos esperar de ella ciertamente no es una vida de
discipulado simple, claro y sin exigencias. Podemos
esperar confusion. Podemos esperar malestar. Pero
podemos esperar que nos atraiga perpetuamente el
corazon de alguien que nos ama sin vacilacion, sin

condiciones. Al final, somos familia.
