Fifth Sunday of Easter
Greater Than Jesus?

Of all the promises Jesus made to his disciples, |
sometimes find the one at the end of today's Gospel to
be the most amazing of all. Jesus tells his disciples
that they would do greater works than he did. What
could be greater than walking on water, curing a blind
man, raising the dead, or feeding five thousand people
with only a few loaves of bread?

First, we have to ask what Jesus would think is
greater. The apostles performed many miracles
because of their faith in the Lord. They cured the sick,
and Peter even brought a dead woman back to life
(Acts 9:40). Paul resuscitates a young man after
practically boring him to death (Acts 20:7-12). But
even these signs are not greater than what Jesus did.
No, Jesus meant greater in the sense of the true work
of a disciple. When he sent the disciples out to cure
the sick and cast out demons, his main purpose was to
have them preach the Good News. Getting people to
change their hearts and follow him was more
important than impressing them with his miracles or
amusing them with his parables. The disciples started
right after Pentecost, when they received the power of
the Holy Spirit. Peter went outside and began
preaching to the people--not just any crowd, but those
who called for Jesus to be crucified (Acts 2:14-41).
The story ends with three thousand people getting
baptized.

I wonder if we have the same kind of trust in Jesus
that the apostles had. Would we be able to speak to a
large crowd of non-believers and get them to all be
baptized? Maybe we have to start like the apostles
did. They talked about their experience of finding the
empty tomb. They prayed, they discussed what had
happened, and they looked for Jesus to appear to
them. We can do those same things. We can talk
about our faith with our families, in a parish
discussion group, or helping with the RCIA. We can
pray to be filled with the gifts of the Spirit and to see
Jesus in other people. And we can look for God to act
in our lives so that we can share God's love, which
has been given to us, with those who do not know the
Lord.

Quinto Domingo de Pascua
.Mas grande que Jests?

De todas las promesas que Jesus hizo a sus discipulos,
a veces encuentro que la que esté al final del
Evangelio de hoy es la mas sorprendente de todas.
Jesus les dice a sus discipulos que ellos harian obras
mayores que las que ¢l hizo. ;Qué podria ser mas
grande que caminar sobre el agua, curar a un ciego,
resucitar a un muerto o alimentar a cinco mil personas
con solo unas pocas hogazas de pan?

Primero, tenemos que preguntarnos qué pensaria
Jests que es mayor que. Los apostoles hicieron
muchos milagros. por su fe en el Sefior. Curaron a los
enfermos, y Pedro incluso resucité a una mujer
muerta (Hechos 9:40). Pablo resucita a un joven
después de practicamente aburriéndolo hasta la
muerte (Hechos 20:7-12). Pero incluso estas senales
no son mayores que las que hizo Jesus.

No, Jesus quiso decir mayor en el sentido de la
verdadera obra de un discipulo. Cuando envid a sus
discipulos a curar a los enfermos y expulsar
demonios, su proposito principal era que predicaran la
Buena Nueva. Conseguir que la gente cambiara de
corazon y lo siguiera era mas importante que
impresionarlos con sus milagros o divertirlos con sus
parabolas. Los discipulos comenzaron justo después
de Pentecostés, cuando recibieron el poder del
Espiritu Santo. Pedro sali6 y comenz6 predicando a la
gente—no a cualquier multitud, sino a los que pedian
que Jesus fuera crucificado (Hechos 2:14-41). La
historia termina con el bautismo de tres mil personas.

Me pregunto si tenemos el mismo tipo de confianza
en Jesus que tenian los apdstoles. ;Seriamos capaces
de hablar a una gran multitud de no creyentes y
conseguir que todos se bautizaran? Tal vez tengamos
que empezar como lo hicieron los apdstoles. Hablaron
sobre su experiencia de encontrar la tumba vacia.
Oraron, comentaron lo sucedido y esperaron que
Jesus se les apareciera. Podemos hacer esas mismas
cosas. Podemos hablar de nuestra fe con nuestras
familias, en una parroquia, grupo de discusion, o
ayudando con el RICA. Podemos orar para ser llenos
de los dones del Espiritu y para ver a Jests en otras
personas. Y podemos esperar que Dios actue en
nuestras vidas para que podamos compartir el amor
de Dios, que nos ha sido dado, con aquellos que no
conocen al Sefior.
