Sixth Sunday of Easter

RETURNING TO ORDINARY LIFE

Six weeks into our Easter rejoicing, the Church gives
us readings today that start preparing us for a return
to ordinary life. The Acts of the Apostles and the
Gospel both dwell on proper daily behavior for
followers of Jesus, while the reading from Revelation
reminds us why we bother with laws at all. In Acts,
leaders of the church meet to discuss which essential
elements of the Mosaic Law converts must obey if
they wish to be disciples of Jesus Christ. John’s
Gospel reflects back to the Last Supper discourse
when Jesus himself emphasizes the importance of
obeying God’s commandments. Observing God’s
law, says Jesus, shows a desire to be intimate with the
Lord. We follow rules not for their own sake, but to
love God and neighbor better. This more excellent
love brings us closer to Revelation’s vision of

paradise, gleaming with “the splendor of God.”

Sixth Sunday of Easter

The sixth Sunday of Easter moves us toward the feast
of Pentecost and the coming of the Holy Spirit to the
early Church. Today's Gospel describes Jesus at the
Last Supper, foretelling the coming of the Spirit to the
community of Jesus. Jesus combines the promise of
the Spirit with his gift of peace to his disciples. He
foresees that the community must be grounded in his
love, which provides peace, to face the tumult of the
Crucifixion, and later, the trials of the early Church.
Grounded in Jesus, the community can be then open
to the Spirit who will continually guide, remind, and
renew them in their life together. The gift of peace
from Jesus is not a worldly peace through which the
powerful crush opposition. It is not a complacent or
private peace. The peace of Jesus instead seeks and
works toward peace throughout the world, guided by
the Spirit.

RESPONSIBLE LEADERSHIP

Today's passage from Acts captures the beginning
and the conclusion of what became known as the
Jerusalem Council. It is well worth studying all of
Acts 15, meant to provide an example of responsible
leadership for the wider Church. There was
substantial conflict within the community over what
is  necessary for unity in the diverse community of
Jews and Gentiles. We can notice some key
characteristics of the actions of the leadership.

The leaders acknowledged the reality of a significant
conflict without minimizing it. They received and
fully honored the diverse experiences of persons of
different backgrounds. They worked with an accepted
authority structure and a process to move toward
resolution. They were committed to discern the action
and will of the Spirit, with a deep respect for
testimony about how the Spirit was working. They
avoided placing unneeded burdens on anyone. And
afterward, they continued to observe the ongoing
action of the Spirit as the decision was implemented.

WHAT IS ESSENTIAL?

The issues weighed by the Jerusalem Council in our
passage from Acts were related to circumcision as a
requirement, and to table fellowship. A strong
theological tradition held that traditional practices
were essential, and the community genuinely sought
to maintain continuity with the roots of their faith.
Peter's observation about how the Spirit was actively
working in their midst pointed the leaders in a new
direction. Then James reminded them that the
scriptural tradition also pointed to fully welcoming
the Gentiles into God's community.

It is a profound challenge for leaders in our own
parishes when encountering issues that can fracture a

Sexto Domingo de Pascua

El sexto domingo de Pascua nos acerca a la fiesta de
Pentecostés y a la venida del Espiritu Santo en la
Igles1a primitiva. El Evangelio de hoy describe a
Jesus en la Ultima Cena, anunciando la llegada del
Espiritu a la comunidad de Jesus. Jesus combina la
promesa del Espiritu con el don de la paz a sus
discipulos. Prevé que la comunidad debe estar
cimentada en su amor, que proporciona la paz, para
afrontar el tumulto de la Crucifixion y,
posteriormente, las pruebas de la Iglesia primitiva.
Enraizada en Jesus, la comunidad puede abrirse al
Espiritu, que la guiard, recordara y renovara
continuamente en su vida en comun. El don de la paz
de Jesus no es una paz mundana con la que los
poderosos aplastan la oposicion. No es una paz
complaciente o privada. La paz de Jesus, en cambio,
busca y trabaja por la paz en todo el mundo, guiada
por el Espiritu.

UN LIDERAZGO RESPONSABLE

El pasaje de hoy de los Hechos recoge el inicio y la
conclusion de lo que se conocid como el Concilio de
Jerusalén. Merece la pena estudiar todo Hechos 15,
cuyo objetivo es ofrecer un ejemplo de liderazgo
responsable para la Iglesia en general. Hubo un
conflicto sustancial dentro de la comunidad sobre lo
que es necesario para la unidad en la diversa
comunidad de judios y gentiles. Podemos observar
algunas caracteristicas clave de las acciones de los
lideres. Los lideres reconocieron la realidad de un
conflicto importante sin minimizarlo. Recibieron y
honraron plenamente las diversas experiencias de
personas de diferentes origenes. Trabajaron con una
estructura de autoridad aceptada y un proceso para
avanzar hacia la resolucion. Se comprometieron a
discernir la accion y la voluntad del Espiritu, con un
profundo respeto por el testimonio sobre como estaba
actuando el Espiritu. Evitaron imponer cargas
innecesarias a nadie. Y después, siguieron observando
la accién continua del Espiritu a medida que se
aplicaba la decision.

QUE ES LO ESENCIAL?

Las cuestiones que sopeso el Concilio de Jerusalén en
nuestro pasaje de los Hechos estaban relacionadas
con la circuncision como requisito, y con la comunion
enla mesa. Una fuerte tradicion teoldgica sostenia
que las practicas tradicionales eran esenciales, y la
comunidad buscaba genuinamente mantener la
continuidad con las raices de su fe. La observacion de
Pedro sobre como el Espiritu estaba actuando
activamente en medio de ellos sefialo a los lideres una
nueva direccion. A continuacion, Santiago les record6
