SENT FORTH

Today we celebrate Jesus’ return to heaven. If we
struggle to know how to feel about this event, we take
our cue from Jesus’ disciples. These disciples are first
-hand witnesses to the Ascension, returning afterword
to Jerusalem, where “they were continually in the
temple praising God.” Long-time companions of the
Lord, they surely feel the pain of physical separation
from Jesus. Yet they praise God continually. They
accept God’s plan, looking forward to the day when
Christ will come again. As our reading from Hebrews
affirms, Christ will return to “bring salvation to those
who eagerly await him.” This Good News is almost
too much to take in; the Acts of the Apostles explains
that an angel has to wake the disciples from their
stupor, reminding them to start the Lord’s work.
Today’s readings are our own angel, sending us forth
in joyful hope.

The Ascension of the Lord

The celebration of the Ascension of our Lord occurs
distinctively this year, when the two most detailed
descriptions of the event, both written by Luke the
evangelist, are brought together in today's readings.
We hear both the concluding verses from Luke's
Gospel, the first volume of his work, and the first
verses of Acts, his second volume. For Luke, the
Ascension is the hinge of his two-volume work. The
evangelist apparently thought the story of the
Ascension was important enough to tell twice. While
his first telling emphasizes the meaning of Jesus'
earthly ministry, the second telling shifts to how the
community of his followers are commissioned to
continue this same ministry. Now the apostles, and by
implication all who follow Jesus, will bring healing
and hope to a world that desperately needs them.
Luke reminds us that we the Church are also
summoned by Jesus to participate in his work.

ABSENCE AND PRESENCE

Appreciating the Ascension within the larger story of
Jesus can be difficult. This is partly because of the
mystical features of Luke's two descriptions, and also
the lack of description in the other Gospels. The
Ascension describes both the absence and the
presence of Jesus. Why did Jesus have to leave? As
Jesus told his disciples, his departure makes possible
his continuing presence in a new way, through the
work of the Spirit beginning at Pentecost.

The Ascension is more than a departure, for it
describes how the bodily, human Jesus is now "at the
right hand of God," and that the Father exalts Jesus as
Lord of heaven and earth. We need to hold these two
together: that Jesus knows our human trials and joys
and walks compassionately with us; and Jesus also is
our Lord, who pushes us out of our comfort zones
toward Christian maturity, and holds us accountable.

WITNESSES

In the descriptions of the Ascension in today's
readings, Jesus tells the disciples "You are witnesses"
or "you will be my witnesses." The image of witness
evokes a legal proceeding, where a person affirms the
truth of an event. Sometimes physical evidence, such
as a DNA test, serves as witness to the truth. This
same word is used again and again in Acts, as the
apostles witnessed to the Resurrection, or to the
whole story of Jesus. We are called to witness the
truth of the Gospel.

We might witness in at least three ways. In dialogue
with others, we can speak the witness, by explicitly
sharing the biblical story and what it means for us.
We can do the witness, by aligning our actions and

lifestyle so as to share love for others. CONTINUE—

La Ascension del Serior

La celebracion de la Ascension de nuestro Sefior tiene
lugar este afio de manera distintiva, cuando se retnen
en las lecturas de hoy las dos descripciones mas
detalladas del acontecimiento, ambas escritas por el
evangelista Lucas. Escuchamos tanto los versos
finales del Evangelio de Lucas, el primer volumen de
su obra, como los primeros versos de los Hechos, su
segundo volumen. Para Lucas, la Ascension es la
bisagra de su obra en dos volimenes. Al parecer, el
evangelista pensé que la historia de la Ascension era
lo suficientemente importante como para contarla dos
veces. Aunque su primera narracion hace hincapié en
el significado del ministerio terrenal de Jesus, la
segunda se centra en como la comunidad de sus
seguidores recibe el encargo de continuar ese mismo
ministerio. Ahora los apdstoles, y por implicacion
todos los que siguen a Jesus, llevaran la curacion y la
esperanza a un mundo que las necesita
desesperadamente. Lucas nos recuerda que nosotros,
la Iglesia, también somos convocados por Jests para
participar en su obra.

AUSENCIAS Y PRESENCIAS

Apreciar la Ascension dentro de la historia mas
amplia de Jests puede ser dificil. Esto se debe, en
parte, a los rasgos misticos de las dos descripciones
de Lucas, y también a la falta de descripcion en los
otros Evangelios. La Ascension describe tanto la
ausencia como la presencia de Jesus. ;Por qué tuvo
que irse Jesus? Como dijo Jesus a sus discipulos, su
partida hace posible su presencia continua de una
manera nueva, a través de la obra del Espiritu que
comienza en Pentecostés.

La Ascension es mas que una partida, pues describe
coémo el Jesus corporal y humano est4 ahora "a la
derecha de Dios", y que el Padre exalta a Jesus como
Sefior del cielo y de la tierra. Tenemos que mantener
estas dos cosas juntas: que Jesus conoce nuestras
pruebas y alegrias humanas y camina
compasivamente con nosotros; y Jesus también es
nuestro Sefior, que nos empuja fuera de nuestras
zonas de confort hacia la madurez cristiana, y nos
hace responsables.

TESTIGOS

En las descripciones de la Ascension en las lecturas
de hoy, Jesus dice a los discipulos "Son testigos" o
"serdn mis testigos". La imagen de testigo evoca un
procedimiento judicial, en el que una persona afirma
la verdad de un hecho. A veces, una prueba fisica,
como una prueba de ADN, sirve de testigo de la
verdad. Esta misma palabra se utiliza una y otra vez
en los Hechos, cuando los apostoles dieron testimonio
