Mass Intentions For The Week July 9, 2023 
14th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
Do you ever feel restless? I certainly do. Daily tasks 
and challenges, but also the more basic demand of 
simply existing — sooner or later, this can all feel 
crushing and tire us out. 

Which is why Jesus’ words are such stunningly good 
news: “Come to me all you who labor and are       
burdened and I will give you rest” (Matthew 11:28). 
How vastly weird that this man speaks as though he is 
capable of giving us the deep repose we desire. Is his 
claim the height of absurd grandiosity? No, because 
next he immediately proclaims that he is “meek and 
humble of heart.” 

We here touch a mystery: Jesus is capable of giving 
us rest because he is the one who forever reposes in 
the heart of God the Father. He is “yoked” to the   
Father in his divinity. But he is humbly “yoked” to 
us, sharing in our humanity. 

The good news, my fellow tired-out friends: we don’t 
have to despair in our burdens and exhaustion, no 
matter how heavy they feel. This week, join me in 
opening our hearts to hear him say to us, “Come! I 
will give you rest.” We come to him in the Church, 
Eucharist, the Scriptures, prayer, in the poor. There

Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
A Ballad of Flesh and Spirit 
 
“My yoke is easy and my burden is light,” says the 
man hanging from a cross. And if we only went on 
what we see with our eyes — flesh driven through by 
nails and sword, swollen from beating and inches 
from expiration — it would seem like a joke. 
 
I’ll tell you something we all know: this life on earth 
is hard. It’s either too long or it’s too short. It’s       
frequently painful. It’s riddled with problems that 
seem to make no sense. It is, as Dickens wrote, “made 
of ever so many partings welded together.” 
 
But it’s also shockingly, senselessly beautiful. It is 
full of physical experiences of love, joy, and peace 
that are so powerful they leave you breathless. 
 
It is both these things — good and bad, hard and  
wonderful, just as we are both body and soul, spirit 
and flesh. 
 
No one knows the Father except the Son, who entered 
into our bodily existence to free us from enslavement 
to it. No one knows the Son except the Father, and the 
means by which they know one another — the love 
passing between them, the Third Person himself — 
has been shared with us, has made its dwelling within 
us through baptism.

“Pues mi yugo es suave y mi carga es liviana” (Mateo 
11:30). Jesús nos consuela con estas palabras para 
aligerar las penas de la vida. Seres queridos que se 
adelantan a nosotros dejando un vacío enorme en el 
corazón. Violencia que afecta grandemente a nuestras 
escuelas y vecindarios, pérdida de vidas inocentes, sin 
sentido. El mundo vacío de amor, y lleno en gran  
parte de odio y racismo, se debilita cada vez más. 
¡Vengan a mí, los cansados, los tristes, los               
desterrados, que recorren frontera tras frontera para 
encontrar un mundo mejor! Debemos ir a Jesús para       
aprender de él, que es manso y humilde de corazón. 
Es el reto de la Palabra de Dios esté domingo. 
 
Con mucha frecuencia, nos dice el papa Francisco: 
“El mundo exalta al rico y poderoso, no importa con 
qué medios, y a veces pisando a la persona humana y 
su dignidad. Y esto lo vemos todos los días, los     
pobres pisados. Y es un mensaje para la Iglesia,      
llamada a vivir las obras de misericordia y a         
evangelizar a los    pobres, a ser mansos, humildes. 
Así el Señor quiere que sea su Iglesia, es decir                   
nosotros” (07/05/2020). Más claro que el agua no 
puede ser el mensaje. El Papa, que es mensajero  
amoroso de la Palaba de Dios, explica lo que es el 
yugo llevadero en la vida diaria y de ese modo la   
carga es más ligera.   Pidamos, hoy en la Eucaristía, 
que sepamos  recorrer el camino y abrir senderos

14º Domingo  del Tiempo Ordinario 
Una Balada de Carne y Espíritu 
 
“Mi yugo es fácil y mi carga es ligera,” dice el     
hombre colgado de una cruz. Y si solo nos basáramos 
en lo que vemos con nuestros ojos: carne atravesada 
por clavos y espadas, hinchado por los golpes y a    
centímetros de expirar, parecería una broma. 
 
Te diré algo que todos sabemos: esta vida en la tierra 
es dura. O es demasiado larga o es demasiado corta. 
Con frecuencia es dolorosa. Está plagada de           
problemas que parecen no tener sentido. Es, como 
escribió Dickens, “hecha de muchas partes soldadas 
entre sí.” 
 
Pero también es sorprendentemente, y absurdamente 
hermosa. Está llena de experiencias físicas de amor, 
alegría y paz que son tan poderosas que te dejan sin 
aliento. 
 
Son ambas cosas: buena y mala, dura y maravillosa, 
así como somos cuerpo y alma, espíritu y carne. 
Nadie conoce al Padre excepto el Hijo, quien entró en 
nuestra existencia corporal para liberarnos de la     
esclavitud a ella. Nadie conoce al Hijo sino el Padre, 
y el medio por el cual se conocen —el amor que pasa 
entre ellos, la Tercera Persona misma— ha sido    
compartida con nosotros, ha hecho su morada en   
nosotros por el bautismo.
