HUMILITY

Today’s readings praise the virtue of humility and
offer concrete ways for us to become more humble.
The Book of Sirach suggests a practical reason for
acting with humility: humble people are more
likeable than the arrogant. Even God “finds favor”
with those who humble themselves. In Luke’s
Gospel, Jesus provides real-world suggestions for
growing in humility and teaches us never to assume
we are better than others. His words change our
outward behavior and expand our hearts and minds to
care about people we might have dismissed before.
This practical, almost “folksy” wisdom about
humility helps us behave better in daily life and
makes our lofty goal of eternal life more accessible.
Our reading from Hebrews affirms that heaven is
indeed approachable. The personal love and sacrifice
of Jesus have opened “the city of the living God” to

us. Humility prepares us for paradise.

Twenty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time

If you look up the origins of the word “humility,” you
will find that it is related to humus, dirt or earth.
Gardeners and farmers know that it is a particularly
rich kind of soil, composed by the decay of leaves
and other organic material that has fallen on it. Too
often we misunderstand it to mean not accepting
compliments, relentlessly putting ourselves down,
failing to accept our gifts in a positive way. None of
this carries with it the meaning of being grounded in
reality. Both our limits and our abilities, our grace
and even our sin fall upon our lives to enrich us. In
their different ways, Sirach and Jesus tell us to accept
our lives, to be aware of who we are. Rather than
presuming we deserve a higher-up place at the table,
we ought to wait to be called to our rightful place, to
be blessed with the joy of the righteous.

WHAT HUMILITY IS NOT

It’s easy to feel surrounded in our world. We have
numerous technological means through which we can
receive information (much of it put into circulation
unfiltered). Ben Sira, author of the first reading, was
in a similar situation: Israel was surrounded by much
Greek philosophy and culture in addition to that of
their Near-Eastern neighbors and their own. Hard to
filter all that out and maintain their grounding in the
covenant with God. However, Ben Sira manages to
do that much-needed filtering for them, warning his
students about pride (the sin of Eden). He promotes
humility instead. It is an attitude of courtesy and
respect to others, and not a mode of self-abasement.
Rather, it refers to an awareness of one’s role in the
world, offering appropriate respect always, deference
only when called for, arrogance never. The mercy of
God comes from this humility.

HOW TO BE HUMBLE

Ben Sira concludes that the ears listening to wisdom
will rejoice. Jesus has such wisdom to offer today on
the topic of humility. Those who hold position or
riches would normally presume they were assured a
good seat at the table. They are told “step back.”
Instead, in the spirit of Ben Sira’s lesson on humility,
they ought to wait to be invited up. Those schooled in
the writings of Ben Sira may have nodded in
agreement. Jesus then rips up the etiquette book. Do
not to invite family and friends to your table, Jesus
says, but welcome those who have no status, those
who cannot repay you. In this way, Jesus makes the
poor and outcast the ones who actually are able to
exalt the humble. Luke’s world was as polytheistic
and multicultural as Ben Sira’s, with plenty of
outsiders and unclean folks to go around. Welcome
these first, Jesus says, quite literally CONTINUE—

Las lecturas de hoy alaban la virtud de la humildad y
nos ofrecen formas especificas para que seamos mas
humildes. El libro del Eclesiastico sugiere una razéon
practica para actuar con humildad: las personas
humildes son mas agradables que las arrogantes.

Vigésimo Segundo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

Si buscamos el origen de la palabra “humus”,
encontraremos que esta relacionada con el humus, la
suciedad o la tierra. Los jardineros y agricultores
saben que es un tipo de suelo especialmente rico,
compuesto por la descomposicion de las hojas y otros
materiales orgénicos que han caido sobre ¢l. Con
demasiada frecuencia lo malinterpretamos en el
sentido de no aceptar cumplidos, de menospreciarnos
implacablemente, de no aceptar nuestros dones de
forma positiva. Nada de esto conlleva el significado
de estar anclado en la realidad. Tanto nuestros limites
como nuestras capacidades, nuestra gracia e incluso
nuestro pecado caen sobre nuestra vida para
enriquecernos. A su manera, el libro del Eclesiastico
y Jesus nos dicen que aceptemos nuestra vida, que
seamos conscientes de lo que somos. En lugar de
presumir que merecemos un lugar mas alto en la
mesa, debemos esperar a ser llamados al lugar que
nos corresponde, para ser bendecidos con la alegria
de los justos.

LO QUE NO ES LA HUMILDAD

Es facil sentirse rodeado en nuestro mundo.
Disponemos de numerosos medios tecnologicos a
través de los cuales podemos recibir informaciéon
(mucha de ella puesta en circulacion sin filtrar). Ben
Sira, autor de la primera lectura, se encontraba en una
situacion similar: Israel estaba rodeado de mucha
filosofia y cultura griega, ademas de la de sus vecinos
de Oriente Proximo y la suya propia. Es dificil filtrar
todo eso y mantener su arraigo en la alianza con Dios.
Sin embargo, Ben Sira se las arregla para hacer ese
filtro tan necesario para ellos, advirtiendo a sus
alumnos sobre el orgullo (el pecado del Edén). En
cambio, promueve la humildad. Se trata de una
actitud de cortesia y respeto hacia los demas, y no de
un modo de auto desprecio. Més bien, se refiere a la
conciencia del papel que uno desempefia en el
mundo, ofreciendo siempre el respeto apropiado, la
deferencia solo cuando se pide, la arrogancia nunca.
La misericordia de Dios proviene de esta humildad.

COMO SER HUMILDE

Ben Sira concluye que los oidos que escuchan la
sabiduria se alegraran. Jesus tiene esa sabiduria que
ofrecer hoy sobre el tema de la humildad. Los que
tienen posicion o riquezas normalmente presumen
que tienen asegurado un buen asiento en la mesa. Se
les dice que “den un paso atrds”. En cambio, en el
espiritu de la leccion de Ben Sira sobre la humildad,
deberian esperar a ser invitados a subir.
