Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord

REJOICE AND BE GLAD

If Christmas is the “most wonderful time of the year,”
then Easter is the most joyous, glorious, awesome
time of the year! Really? Today’s readings don’t
exactly brim over with the kind of holiday cheer we
find at Christmas—except for the responsorial psalm,
which admittedly rings with gleeful joy. But
otherwise, not so much. In the first reading from the
Acts of the Apostles, Peter gives a dry, condensed
rendering of the story of Jesus to a group of Gentiles
in Caesarea. The Colossians reading actually does
have us looking forward to glory. Most
underwhelming, though, is the Gospel proclamation
of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. When we want to
hear about angels and earthquakes and trumpets and
glory, we hear about a dark, silent, empty tomb. This
Easter Sunday story from John’s Gospel is startling in
its emptiness. Like Peter in the story, we must enter
into this mystery.

Easter Sunday

Believing Is Seeing

You've heard the saying "Seeing is believing."
Today's first reading seems to say just the opposite.
You might think that when Jesus rose from the dead,
everyone would see him. Then his friends would
rejoice and those who had put him to death would
repent (or run as fast as they could). Yet Peter says
that he was only visible to some of the disciples.
Jesus did not appear to Herod or Pilate or Caiaphas.
The Pharisees and scribes did not see him, either.
Even the disciples did not immediately see him. The
first thing they saw was the empty tomb, with burial
cloths lying on the ground. They may have thought
that if his enemies had stolen Jesus' body, they would
not have removed the burial cloths; touching a corpse
would have made them unclean.

So it seems the empty tomb helped them to believe,
and believing enabled them to see the Lord. The
exception to this may be Thomas, who said he would
not believe until he saw and touched Jesus' risen
body. Yet when he does see the Lord, Jesus himself
declares that believing is primary when he blesses
those who have not seen but still believe (John
20:31). I used to think that Jesus was invisible to
non-believers, but Mary of Magdala saw him,
thinking he was the gardener. Then she believed and
recognized him.

What does this mean for us? Jesus seems to be hidden
again. Yet we say that he is present in the sacraments;
baptism, Eucharist, and confirmation show that the
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit live in us. So perhaps we
just need to believe in order to see him. Mother
Teresa could do it. She said she was amazed at the
love she felt when she saw Jesus in the poor and the
dying people of Calcutta. St. Francis saw him not
only in the poor but in all creation. Maybe we need to
grow in faith so that we can see Jesus in the poor, the
dying, the people who annoy us, even our enemies.
That is why it is so important to spread the faith; if we
don't see Jesus in everyone, we may never have true
peace.

Si la Navidad es el “momento mas maravilloso del
afio”, entonces la Pascua es el momento mas alegre,
glorioso e impresionante del afio. ;De verdad? Las
lecturas de hoy no rebosan precisamente de la alegria
que encontramos en Navidad, excepto el salmo
responsorial, que ciertamente suena a alegria.

Domingo de Pascua

Ver es Creer

Has escuchado el dicho "Ver para creer". La primera
lectura de hoy parece decir todo lo contrario. Podrias
pensar que cuando Jesus resucito de entre los
muertos, todos lo verian. Entonces sus amigos se
regocijarian y los que le habian dado muerte se
arrepentirian (o correrian tan rapido como pudieran).
Sin embargo, Pedro dice que solo era visible para
algunos de los discipulos. Jesus no se aparecio a
Herodes ni a Pilatos ni a Caifés. Los fariseos y los
escribas tampoco lo vieron. Incluso los discipulos no
lo vieron inmediatamente. Lo primero que vieron fue
la tumba vacia, con los pafios funerarios tirados en el
suelo. Es posible que hayan pensado que si sus
enemigos hubieran robado el cuerpo de Jesus, no
habrian quitado los lienzos del entierro; tocar un
cadaver los habria hecho impuros.

Asi que parece que la tumba vacia les ayudo a creer, y

creer les permitid ver al Sefor. La excepcion a esto
puede ser Tomas, quien dijo que no creeria hasta que
viera y tocara el cuerpo resucitado de Jesus. Sin
embargo, cuando ve al Sefior, Jesus mismo declara
que creer es primordial cuando bendice a los que no
han visto pero todavia creen (Juan 20:31). Solia
pensar que Jesus era invisible para los no creyentes,
pero Maria de Magdala lo vio, pensando que era el
jardinero. Entonces ella creyo y lo reconocio.

(Qué significa esto para nosotros? Jesus parece estar
escondido de nuevo. Sin embargo, decimos que esta
presente en los sacramentos; el Bautismo, la
Eucaristia y la Confirmacion muestran que el Padre,
el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo viven en nosotros.

Entonces tal vez solo necesitamos creer para verlo. La

Madre Teresa podria hacerlo. Ella dijo que estaba
asombrada por el amor que sinti6 cuando vio a Jests
en los pobres y los moribundos de Calcuta. San
Francisco lo vio no sélo en los pobres sino en toda la

creacion. Tal vez necesitamos crecer en la fe para que

podamos ver a Jesus en los pobres, los moribundos,
las personas que nos molestan, incluso nuestros
enemigos. Por eso es tan importante difundir la fe; si
no vemos a Jesus en todos, es posible que nunca
