However, before resuming public worship, parishes 
must submit a Parish Reopening Plan for Bishop 
Barber’s approval, specific to the parish’s facilities. 
Upon receiving the bishop’s permission, parishes may 
resume daily Masses, baptisms, funerals and 
other sacraments and liturgies. 
Bishop Barber states: As people of faith, we must 
always be aware of the importance of acting in a 
socially responsible way, to give good example to 
others, and to act with charity toward all. Everything 
possible should be done to provide the church’s 
sacramental life in a timely and reasonable way. 

The dispensation from the obligation to attend 
Sunday and Holy Day Masses continues until further 
notice. Although the faithful are dispensed from their 
obligation to attend Mass, they are encouraged to 
spend time in prayer on Sunday (such as following a 
livestream Mass or participating in a spiritual or 
corporal act of mercy).
