GOSPEL MEDITATION

Pentecost Sunday

When I was a seminarian almost 20 years ago, a bank
vice president taught us etiquette classes. She said,
“Gentlemen, please make sure your breath isn’t bad.
Take some breath mints before you hear confessions,
okay?” We nervously laughed because the proximity
that makes breath noticeable (whether pleasant or not)
can be a bit awkward.

When Jesus breathes on his Apostles (John 20:22), he
must have been within inches of at least some of them.
This closeness of his breath has a purpose: the purpose
of forgiveness of sins. “Whose sins you forgive are
forgiven them” (John 20:23). Why in the world
would the almost uncomfortable closeness of his
breath forgive sins?

In the Bible, breath is spirit or wind. It comes from
above and makes that which is below to have identity.
To not have a single identity is to be multiple, divided.
The word “sin” comes from an ancient word that
means “to split” or “render asunder.” Sin divides us
sinners and the world around us; our spiritual “breath”
leaves us and our identity splinters. Only breath from
above restores. For example, a shattered vase is
rendered whole because the craftsman breathes the
spirit of the vase back into it when he repairs it. A
human being shattered by sin is made whole by the
breath of God, breathed by Jesus through his priests.
His breath alone forgives sins. It's always done with
his gentle, loving closeness.

Leaving the Room

I was a full-grown adult before I realized that
Pentecost is known as “the birthday of the
Church,” and it only resonated with me because
someone showed up to a church function with
cake and candles. Leave it to buttercream frost-
ing to drive home a theological reality I had
been missing for 25 years.

I knew what Pentecost was, of course. It simply
went over my head that, despite all the incredi-
ble, world-changing things that had come be-
fore the moment of Pentecost, prior to this day,
the Apostles were just a group of guys in a
room. It wasn’t until Pentecost that they be-
came the Church.

So what makes the Church...well, the Church,
capital C? What makes it more than just a
group of guys in a room?

It’s true, they were a very special group of
guys. They had the Truth — capital 7. They
had borne witness to Christ’s miracles, to his
life and to his passion and death.

But they were still in that room.

When the time for Pentecost was fulfilled, the
Holy Spirit came upon them, and they received
graces and gifts that made them fit to carry out
the Great Commission. The Truth wasn’t
enough, even with a capital 7. They needed the
Spirit — capital S — and more than that, they
needed to receive it with the courage and faith
necessary to do what needed to be done.

To get up and leave the room.

Because what good is any of it unless they
leave the room? What does it matter, the
tongues of fire and the miraculous bilingualism
and, frankly, the coming of the Spirit, if no one
ever hears about it?

The mission is what made them the Church. It’s
what makes wus the Church. Without it, we’re
just a bunch of guys in a room.

Domingo de Pentecostés

Cuando era seminarista hace casi 20 afios, la vicepre-
sidenta de un banco nos daba clases de etiqueta. Dijo:
«Caballeros, por favor, asegurense de que su aliento
no esté mal. Tomen unas mentas para el aliento antes
de confesar, ;de acuerdo?». Nos reimos
nerviosamente porque la proximidad que hace que el
aliento se note (sea agradable o no) puede ser un poco
incémoda.

Cuando Jests sopla sobre sus apostoles (Juan 20:22),
debio estar a centimetros de al menos algunos de
ellos. Esta cercania de su aliento tiene un propdsito: el
perdon de los pecados. «A quienes perdonéis los
pecados, les quedan perdonados» (Juan 20:23). ;Por
qué la cercania casi incomoda de su aliento
perdonaria pecados?

En la Biblia, el aliento es espiritu o viento. Viene de
arriba y hace que lo de abajo tenga identidad. No
tener una sola identidad es ser multiple, estar
dividido. La palabra «pecado» proviene de una
palabra antigua que significa «dividir» o «separar». El
pecado nos divide a los pecadores y al mundo que nos
rodea; nuestro aliento espiritual nos abandona y
nuestra identidad se fragmenta. Solo el aliento de lo
alto restaura. Por ejemplo, un jarrén roto se
recompone porque el artesano le devuelve el espiritu
al repararlo. Un ser humano destrozado por el pecado
se recompone por el aliento de Dios, infundido por
Jests a través de sus sacerdotes. Solo su aliento
perdona los pecados. Siempre lo hace con su tierna y
amorosa cercania.
