GOSPEL MEDITATION
The Baptism of the Lord
Matthew 3:13-17

Apple ran a commercial not long ago called “Behind
the Mac — Greatness.” It shows artists and creators,
such as Kendrick Lamar, Billie Eilish, and Lady Gaga,
working behind their MacBooks. The narration says,
“There’s a certain kind of person who doesn’t wait for
greatness. They make it.” It’s a compelling message.
There’s beauty in using our gifts with passion and
purpose. But there lies a hidden weight in that idea: If
you are what you make, what happens when you can’t
anymore? When the project fails, the passion fades, or
the spotlight moves on, where is greatness then?
Today’s Gospel offers a differing vision of greatness.
Jesus steps into the Jordan River. He hasn’t preached,
healed, or performed a single miracle. Then the
heavens open, and the Father speaks: “You are my
beloved Son; with you I am well pleased.” It’s not a
reward for success. It’s not earned. Before he does
anything “great,” Jesus receives the greatness of his
identity from the Father.

And so do you. At your baptism, God said the same
thing over you: “You are my beloved.” That is your
true identity, not constructed or earned but received.
When we see ourselves and others this way,
everything changes for the better. We discover a
greatness that can never be taken away.

This week, reflect on your baptism: look up the date,
thank God for it, pray for those baptized with you, or
visit the church where it happened. Let your identity
be rooted there.

When Jesus Wades In

Usually, when God comes to us, we aren’t
ready. We think we are. Like John the Baptist,
we stand in our waters of baptism, certain of
our mission. We know how it’s going to go.
We know what’s going to be asked of us.
We’re sure of it.

Christ wades into the waters. And he screws up
all our plans.

To be clear, I don’t think John the Baptist lacks
faith when he balks at the idea of baptizing Je-
sus. I think it is, in fact, a testament to his hu-
mility. But whatever motivated John’s actions,
he is — if even for a brief moment — hesitat-
ing to do the will of God. Just a few chapters
after this in the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus will
acknowledge that John is the greatest person
“born of women” — with the caveat that even
he is not perfect enough for the Kingdom of
Heaven.

Not yet.

Jesus didn’t give John an explanation as the
two stood in the River Jordan. He merely said,
“Allow it for now.” John could have resisted
further, demanding to understand why. He
could have grown suspicious at the simplicity
of Jesus’ answer, at the strangeness of this re-
quest. He could have clung desperately to his
version of How Things Are Supposed To Be,
and in doing so, fostered doubt in his heart. He
could have even stormed off, confused and an-

ery.

He did none of these things, because John is, as
Jesus says, the greatest born of women.

When the Holy Spirit descends and the voice of
God declares, “This is my beloved Son, with
whom I am well pleased,” he is referring, of
course, to Jesus. But I think He would say the
same of John the Baptist — and of all those
who welcome Jesus into the waters, ready to do
as he bids.

Mateo 3:13-17

Apple lanzé hace poco un anuncio llamado «Detras
del Mac: Grandezay. En €l aparecen artistas y
creadores, como Kendrick Lamar, Billie Eilish y
Lady Gaga, trabajando con sus MacBooks. La
narracion dice: «Hay un tipo de persona que no
espera la grandeza. La crea». Es un mensaje
impactante. Hay belleza en usar nuestros dones con
pasion y proposito. Pero esta idea encierra una carga
oculta: si eres lo que creas, ;qué sucede cuando ya no
puedes crear? Cuando el proyecto fracasa, la pasion
se desvanece o la atencidn se centra en otra cosa,
(donde queda entonces la grandeza?

El Evangelio de hoy ofrece una vision diferente de la
grandeza. JesUs entra en el rio Jordan. AGn no ha
predicado, sanado ni realizado ningin milagro.
Entonces los cielos se abren y el Padre dice: «Este es
mi Hijo amado, en quien me complazco». No es una
recompensa por el éxito. No se gana. Antes de hacer
nada «grande», Jesus recibe la grandeza de su
identidad del Padre.

Y ti también. En tu bautismo, Dios dijo lo mismo
sobre ti: «Eres mi hijo amado». Esa es tu verdadera
identidad, no construida ni ganada, sino recibida.
Cuando nos vemos a nosotros mismos y a los demas
de esta manera, todo cambia para mejor. Descubrimos
una grandeza que nunca nos podra ser arrebatada.
Esta semana, reflexiona sobre tu bautismo: busca la
fecha, da gracias a Dios por €I, ora por quienes fueron
bautizados contigo o visita la iglesia donde tuvo
lugar. Que tu identidad esté arraigada alli.

Cuando Jesus se Mete

Por lo general, cuando Dios viene a nosotros,
no estamos listos. Creemos que lo estamos.
Como Juan el Bautista, estamos en nuestras
aguas del bautismo, seguros de nuestra mision.
Sabemos como va a ir. Sabemos lo que se nos
va a pedir. Estamos seguros de ello.

Cristo se mete en las aguas. Y arruina todos
nuestros planes.

Para ser claros, no creo que Juan el Bautista
carezca de fe cuando se resiste a la idea de
bautizar a Jesus. Creo que es, de hecho, un
testimonio de su humildad. Pero sea lo que sea
que motivo las acciones de Juan, ¢l est4, aunque
sea por un breve momento, dudando en hacer la
voluntad de Dios. Solo unos pocos capitulos
después de esto en el Evangelio de Mateo, Jesus
reconocera que Juan es la persona mas grande
"nacida de mujeres", con la advertencia de que
incluso ¢l no es lo suficientemente perfecto para
el Reino de los Cielos.

Todavia no.

Jesus no le dio una explicacion a Juan mientras
los dos estaban parados en el rio Jordan.
Simplemente dijo: "Déjalo ser por ahora". Juan
podria haberse resistido mas, exigiendo enten-
der por qué. Podria haber sospechado de la
simplicidad de la respuesta de Jesus, de la
extrafieza de esta peticion. Podria haberse afe-
rrado desesperadamente a su version de Como
se supone que deben ser las cosas y, al hacerlo,
fomentado la duda en su corazén. Incluso po-
dria haberse ido furioso, confundido y enojado.

No hizo ninguna de estas cosas, porque Juan es,
como dice Jesus, el mas grande nacido de las
mujeres. Cuando el Espiritu Santo desciende y
la voz de Dios declara: "Este es mi Hijo amado,
en quien me complazco", se esta refiriendo, por
supuesto, a Jesus. Pero creo que diria lo mismo
de Juan el Bautista, y de todos aquellos que dan
la bienvenida a Jesus en las aguas, listos para
hacer lo que ¢l les ordene.
