GOSPEL MEDITATION 
Twenty-Ninth Sunday in Ordinary Time  
Luke 18:1-8 
 

A woman in my parish has an adult son who has rejected 
his faith. She prays for him every day. She lights candles, 
says rosaries, and asks God again and again to bring him 
back. But nothing changes. Is God listening? Is He delay-
ing? She told me once that she feels like the widow in Je-
sus’ strange parable — crying out for justice, but hearing 
only silence. And yet, she said, she is at peace. I asked why. 
She responded, “God is already answering. I just can’t see 
it yet.” 
She embodies something of the mystery in Jesus’ parable 
this week in Luke 18. A powerless widow demands justice 
from a corrupt judge. This isn’t about wearing God down 
until He gives in. It’s about faith in the justice that is al-
ready coming. The widow isn’t just persistent; she believes 
that justice is inevitable. And when Jesus points to the 
judge’s words — his fear of being “struck” — He hints at 
something deeper: God’s justice does not creep in gradual-
ly. It strikes. It comes like lightning. 
Blessed Mary is, of course, the ultimate widow demanding 
justice. At the foot of the cross she stands before what 
looks like the ultimate injustice — the brutal execution of 
her son. But she did not despair. She did not beg for a last-
minute rescue. She knew that justice was not delayed. In 
fact, it was happening. The power of the cross was already 
unleashing justice upon the world — suddenly, decisively, 
like a blow that would topple every corrupt power, making 
even the most corrupt fear her strike.  
This parable asks us: will the Son of Man find faith on 
earth? Or will we mistake God’s silence for absence? The 
cross proves that justice is not slow. It is only hidden. The 
lightning has already struck. In the cross, justice is speedily 
being done.

The Prayers We Don’t Say 
 

It has always confused me: why a judge? 
 
Jesus could have compared prayer to the subject 
who requests a gift of his king. He could have com-
pared it to the child who asks a favor of a parent. 
But in the parable of the widow and the judge, Jesus 
compares prayer — specifically constant, unweary-
ing prayer — with the marginalized person who 
doggedly pursues her claim through an unforgiving 
legal system.  
It’s not a rosy or reassuring picture. So what is he 
trying to tell us? 
 
Unlike a king or a parent, a judge has strictly drawn 
lines which he cannot, under any circumstances, 
cross. He can only help people who bring their case 
to court. Even good, earnest judges cannot render 
justice if charges are not brought. 
 
God is all-powerful. But that doesn’t make Him a 
meddler. He will not force His way into our prob-
lems. What would be the point? What is our life on 
earth for, if it is not to teach us how to turn willing-
ly to God, in every instance — adoration, gratitude, 
need?  
 
Today, I sat down and made a list of problems I 
don’t pray about. When I was done, I looked at the 
list and asked myself: why not? Why don’t I pray 
about these things? Some are huge issues over 
which I have absolutely no control, and prayer feels 
futile. Some are small grievances I never even con-
sidered mentioning to God.  
 
If I prayed about them all, my life would be totally 
consumed by prayer. Constant, unwearying prayer. 
The kind of prayer Jesus calls me to in the parable 
of the widow and the judge: continual surrender of 
myself to the mysterious, limitless power of God.  
 
Praying that way could make me tired. The widow 
was tired, too — but she kept bringing her charges. 
She got justice. And her judge wasn’t even a nice 
guy. So say the prayer. Bring the charges. Our 
judge is one who wants to help, but He won’t over-
step His bounds.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO 
Vigésimo Noveno Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario 
Lucas 18:1-8 
 

Una mujer de mi parroquia tiene un hijo adulto que ha  
rechazado su fe. Reza por él todos los días. Enciende    
velas, reza rosarios y le pide a Dios una y otra vez que lo 
traiga de vuelta. Pero nada cambia. ¿Dios escucha? ¿Se 
demora? Me contó una vez que se siente como la viuda de 
la extraña parábola de Jesús: clamando justicia, pero solo 
oyendo silencio. Y, sin embargo, dijo, está en paz. Le     
pregunté por qué. Respondió: «Dios ya está respondiendo. 
Simplemente no puedo verlo todavía». 
Ella encarna algo del misterio de la parábola de Jesús de 
esta semana en Lucas 18. Una viuda impotente exige       
justicia a un juez corrupto. No se trata de cansar a Dios 
hasta que ceda. Se trata de tener fe en la justicia que ya 
está llegando. La viuda no solo es persistente; cree que la 
justicia es inevitable. Y cuando Jesús señala las palabras 
del juez —su miedo a ser "golpeado"—, insinúa algo más 
profundo: la justicia de Dios no se infiltra gradualmente. 
Golpea. Llega como un rayo. 
La Santísima María es, por supuesto, la viuda por         
excelencia que exige justicia. Al pie de la cruz, se         
encuentra ante lo que parece la injusticia suprema: la    
brutal ejecución de su hijo. Pero no desesperó. No suplicó 
un rescate de última hora. Sabía que la justicia no se      
demoraba. De hecho, estaba sucediendo. El poder de la 
cruz ya estaba desatando la justicia sobre el mundo;      
repentina, decisivamente, como un golpe que derribaría 
todo poder corrupto, haciendo que incluso los más        
corruptos temieran su golpe. 
Esta parábola nos pregunta: ¿Encontrará fe el Hijo del 
Hombre en la tierra? ¿O confundiremos el silencio de Dios 
con ausencia? La cruz demuestra que la justicia no es    
lenta. Solo está oculta. El rayo ya ha caído. En la cruz, la 
justicia se hace rápidamente.— Padre John Muir

Las Oraciones que no Decimos 
 

Siempre me ha confundido: ¿por qué un juez? 
 

Jesús podría haber comparado la oración con el su-
jeto que pide un regalo a su rey. Podría haberlo 
comparado con el niño que pide un favor a sus pa-
dres. Pero en la parábola de la viuda y el juez, Jesús 
compara la oración, específicamente la oración 
constante e incansable, con la persona marginada 
que persigue obstinadamente su reclamo a través de 
un sistema legal implacable.  No es un panorama 
grato ni tranquilizador. Entonces, ¿qué está tratando 
de decirnos? 
 

A diferencia de un rey o de un padre, un juez ha 
trazado estrictamente líneas que no puede, bajo nin-
guna circunstancia, cruzar. Solo puede ayudar a las 
personas que llevan su caso a los tribunales. Incluso 
los jueces buenos y serios no pueden impartir justi-
cia si no se presentan cargos. 
 

Dios es todopoderoso. Pero eso no lo convierte en 
un entrometido. Él no se meterá a la fuerza en nues-
tros problemas. ¿Cuál sería el punto? ¿Para qué sir-
ve nuestra vida en la tierra, si no es para enseñarnos 
a dirigirnos voluntariamente a Dios, en todos los 
casos de adoración, gratitud, necesidad?  
 

Hoy, me senté e hice una lista de problemas por los 
que no oro. Cuando terminé, miré la lista y me pre-
gunté: ¿por qué no? ¿Por qué no oro por estas co-
sas? Algunos son asuntos enormes sobre los que no 
tengo absolutamente ningún control, y la oración me 
parece inútil. Algunos son pequeños agravios que ni 
siquiera consideré mencionarle a Dios.  
 

Si orara por todos ellos, mi vida sería totalmente 
consumida por la oración. Oración constante e in-
cansable. El tipo de oración a la que Jesús me llama 
en la parábola de la viuda y el juez: la entrega conti-
nua de mí mismo al poder misterioso e ilimitado de 
Dios.  
 

Orar de esa manera podría cansarme. La viuda tam-
bién estaba cansada, pero seguía trayendo sus car-
gos. Consiguió justicia. Y su juez ni siquiera era un 
buen tipo. Así que di la oración. Presenta los cargos. 
Nuestro juez es uno que quiere ayudar, pero no so-
brepasará Sus límites.
