GOSPEL MEDITATION 
Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time  
Luke 18:9-14 
 
Every now and then readers of these reflections write 
letters in which they object to something. Years ago, 
this Gospel of Luke 18 prompted such an email. A 
man wrote to me: “I find it deeply offensive that you 
suggest we are still sinners once we are God’s sons 
and daughters.” His objection stirred in me a profound 
awareness of the paradox at the heart of our faith.  Are 
we sinners or beloved children of God? 
In this Gospel (Luke 18:9-14), a tax collector appears 
as one who has missed the mark. His sins have           
isolated him. His breast-beating is not an act of       
self-flagellation for pride’s sake but a heartfelt           
admission of his failure and unworthiness.                  
Remarkably, Jesus honors the candid humility of the 
parable’s penitent. Why? Because we are always in 
need of mercy, always. But even more, perhaps        
because on the cross, Jesus will fully embrace a        
similar place of humiliation and rejection. He will   
enter into the most shameful, offensive place of the 
sinner so that we might “go home justified.”   
There is a sacred tension in admitting that we are     
sinners and yet have profound hope. We are beloved 
sons and daughters of God, growing precisely through 
our honest acceptance of failure. When we cry, “Have 
mercy on us,” during Mass or when we repeat the 
“Jesus Prayer” in quiet moments, or in the                
confessional, we embrace our imperfections as fertile 
ground for divine grace. In doing so, we follow 
Christ’s example — finding true exaltation in the 
humble acknowledgment of our human frailty.

RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY

Tunnel Vision 
There are some parents on the playground I really 
can’t stand. 
 

You know them, probably, if you’re a parent, or 
if you’re not, you know a different version of 
them. They’ll tell you about how their little  
Brayden is a bilingual violin prodigy who sleeps 
through the night and only ever asks to snack on 
vegetables. But as soon as Brayden starts to chase 
your screaming kid with a stick, they’re          
conveniently scrolling on their phone, unaware.  
 

You’re not irritated that their kid is smarter than 
yours and likes veggies (well, maybe you are, a 
little). You’re irritated that they have tunnel    
vision. In striving for perfection, they have       
become unable to acknowledge imperfections.  
 

If you’re reading this, you’re probably in church. 
If you’re in church, you’re probably someone 
who is concerned with what is right and what is 
wrong. I’ve got news for you: that might just 
make you (and me) more at risk of being like 
Brayden’s parent than the people who stayed 
home today. 
 

Unclutch your pearls! It was good of you to come 
to Mass. Definitely keep doing that. That’s the 
right choice. Just don’t forget that in making the 
right choice, we don’t become righteous. 
 

Look, I’m not going to lie to you. Sometimes, it’s 
my kids who are doing the chasing with the stick. 
They’re kids, and kids do dumb things, just like 
everyone else. And maybe it’s because they hate 
vegetables and sleep terribly that I’m less         
reluctant than Brayden’s mom to admit their       
mistakes. It’s a hard fall from the pedestal. 
 

If we’re churchgoing followers of Christ, we are 
hopefully people who earnestly want to do the 
right thing. Maybe, sometimes, we do exactly 
that. The Pharisee did the right thing sometimes. 
He fasted. He tithed. But he gazed so long at his 
own holiness that he became blinded by it. He 
stood before God, and he could only think of 
what he had done right. 
 

We need to stay vigilant, folks. Just when you 
look away, that’s when Brayden grabs the stick.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO 
Trigésimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario 
Lucas 18:9-14 
 

De vez en cuando, los lectores de estas reflexiones 
escriben cartas objetando algo. Hace años, este    
Evangelio de Lucas 18 me dio pie a un correo      
electrónico similar. Un hombre me escribió: «Me  
parece profundamente ofensivo que sugiera que       
seguimos siendo pecadores siendo hijos de Dios». Su 
objeción me hizo comprender profundamente la     
paradoja que se encuentra en el corazón de nuestra fe. 
¿Somos pecadores o hijos amados de Dios? 
En este Evangelio (Lucas 18:9-14), un recaudador de 
impuestos aparece como alguien que ha errado el 
blanco. Sus pecados lo han aislado. Golpearse el      
pecho no es un acto de autoflagelación por orgullo, 
sino una sincera admisión de su fracaso e indignidad. 
Sorprendentemente, Jesús honra la sincera humildad 
del penitente de la parábola. ¿Por qué? Porque     
siempre necesitamos misericordia, siempre. Pero aún 
más, quizás porque en la cruz, Jesús abrazará plena-
mente un lugar similar de humillación y rechazo. En-
trará en el lugar más vergonzoso y ofensivo del peca-
dor para que podamos "regresar a casa justificados". 
 

Hay una tensión sagrada en admitir que somos        
pecadores y, sin embargo, tener una profunda         
esperanza. Somos hijos e hijas amados de Dios, que 
crecemos precisamente mediante nuestra aceptación 
honesta del fracaso. Cuando clamamos "Ten piedad 
de nosotros" durante la misa o cuando repetimos la 
"Oración de Jesús" en momentos de tranquilidad, o en 
el confesionario, aceptamos nuestras imperfecciones 
como terreno fértil para la gracia divina. Al hacerlo, 
seguimos el ejemplo de Cristo: encontramos la      
verdadera exaltación en el humilde reconocimiento de 
nuestra fragilidad humana.

¡Desgarra tus perlas! Ha sido bueno de tu parte  ve-
nir a Misa, definitivamente sigue haciéndolo. Esa es 
la elección correcta. Simplemente no olvides que, al 
tomar la decisión correcta, no nos volvemos justos. 
 

Mira, no te voy a mentir. A veces, son mis hijos los 
que persiguen con el palo. Son niños, y los niños 
hacen cosas tontas, como todos los demás. Y tal vez 
sea porque odian las verduras y duermen              
terriblemente que soy menos reacia que la madre de 
Brayden a admitir sus errores. Es una dura caída del 
pedestal. 
 

Si somos seguidores de Cristo que vamos a la     
iglesia, esperamos que seamos personas que        
realmente quieren hacer lo correcto. Quizás, a       
veces, hacemos exactamente eso.

Justo cuando 
miras hacia otro lado, es cuando Brayden agarra el 
palo.
