GOSPEL MEDITATION
Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
Luke 21:5-19

When I was a kid growing up in New England, I’d
occasionally go on a whale watch. Once we went out
with calm waters and clear skies. But on the way back
in, the sea got rough. I was just a kid, and I remember
thinking we should turn left or right toward the
shoreline I could see. But the pilot of the boat kept
going straight — right into the waves — focused on a
small, discouragingly distant lighthouse. Even when it
flickered in and out of sight, he stayed the course. He
knew where he was going.

That image comes to mind when I hear Jesus’ words
in today’s Gospel regarding false messiahs: “Do not
follow them” (Luke 21:8). In times of chaos or
uncertainty, there are always voices offering easier
routes, promising false safety, claiming to speak for
God. But Jesus isn’t found in the loudest voice or the
nearest shoreline. He is steady, like a lighthouse in the
storm.

The tribulation of which Jesus speaks — it’s real. It
happened to the Temple, it happened to him, it
happens in the Church, and it will come to each of us.
But the command is not to panic. It’s to endure. To
keep steering toward him. Faith isn’t about having all
the answers or dodging every wave. It’s about
knowing where the lighthouse is — and trusting it
enough to keep going, especially when false safety
beckons us to stop.

Two Things Can Be True At Once

As my husband and I drove our firstborn child
home from the hospital, I sat alongside my
daughter in the backseat. Terrified, exhausted,
exhilarated, confused, hopeful — I was all of
these things at the same time. I gazed at her,
this magnificent little creature whose face was
both familiar and strange to me, thinking: She
is exquisite. She is the future. She is life.

And then I burst into uncontrollable sobs.

“What’s wrong?” my husband cried, panicked,
glancing in the rearview mirror.

“She’s — going — to — die — someday,” |
blubbered, choking on my own tears.

“Ohhh, honey.” I’ll never forget the tone of his
voice as he clearly debated turning this car
around and taking me back to the hospital for
an emergency psych evaluation. “I think you
might be tired.”

Ten years later, it’s a memory we laugh about. |
hadn’t slept more than four hours in four days.
Postpartum hormones had lain waste to my
senses. Here, on the threshold of new life, all 1
could think of was death. It’s funny. It’s
absurd.

But it also makes a lot of sense.

Love and hate. Hope and fear. Joy and sorrow.
Death and life. What lasts forever, and what is
even now passing away before our eyes. To be
human is to know that these feelings, these
realities, can and often do occur at the same
time. To be Christian is to know that it means
something — even if we cannot understand
what. Not yet.

In every moment of his earthly life, Christ
shows us that two things can be true at once. A
virgin is a mother. An exile is a king. The
temple will be destroyed, and it will last
forever. The world is ending. The world is
beginning. The cross is death. The cross is life.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO

Trigésimo tercer domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Lucas 21:5-19

Cuando era nifio y vivia en Nueva Inglaterra, a veces
iba a avistar ballenas. Una vez salimos con aguas
tranquilas y cielo despejado. Pero al regresar, el mar
se agitd. Yo era solo un nifo, y recuerdo haber
pensado que debiamos girar a la izquierda o a la
derecha hacia la costa que alcanzaba a ver. Pero el
piloto del barco siguid recto, directo hacia las olas,
concentrado en un pequefio faro que se veia a lo lejos.
Incluso cuando aparecia y desaparecia, mantuvo el
rumbo. Sabia adonde iba.

Esa imagen me viene a la mente cuando escucho las
palabras de Jesus en el Evangelio de hoy sobre los
falsos mesias: «No los sigan» (Lucas 21:8). En
tiempos de caos o incertidumbre, siempre hay voces
que ofrecen caminos mas faciles, que prometen una
falsa seguridad, que afirman hablar en nombre de
Dios. Pero Jestis no se encuentra en la voz mas fuerte
ni en la costa mas cercana. El es firme, como un faro
en la tormenta.

La tribulacion de la que habla Jesus es real. Ocurrio
en el Templo, le ocurrio6 a €l, ocurre en la Iglesia y
nos ocurrird a cada uno. Pero el mandato es no entrar
en panico, sino perseverar, seguir adelante con la
mirada puesta en €l. La fe no consiste en tener todas
las respuestas ni en esquivar cada ola, sino en saber
donde esta el faro y confiar en €l lo suficiente como
para seguir adelante, sobre todo cuando una falsa
seguridad nos tienta a detenernos.

Aterroriza-
da, agotada, euforica, confundida, esperanzada,
eran todas estas cosas al mismo tiempo. La miré
a ella, a esa pequefia y magnifica criatura cuyo
rostro me resultaba familiar y extrafio a la vez,
pensando: Es exquisita. Ella es el futuro. Ella
es la vida.

Y entonces rompi a sollozar incontrolablemen-
te.

" Qué pasa?", exclamo6 mi esposo, presa del
panico, mirando por el espejo retrovisor.

—Va a morir algin dia —balbuceé, ahogando-
me en mis propias lagrimas—.

—Oh, cariio. Nunca olvidaré el tono de su voz
mientras debatia claramente si dar la vuelta a
este auto y llevarme de regreso al hospital para
una evaluacion psicoldgica de emergencia. —
Creo que podrias estar cansada.

Diez afios después, es un recuerdo del que nos
reimos. No habia dormido més de cuatro horas
en cuatro dias. Las hormonas posparto habian
sido un desperdicio para mis sentidos. Aqui, en
el umbral de una nueva vida, todo lo que podia
pensar era en la muerte. Es gracioso. Es absur-
do. Pero también tiene mucho sentido.

Amor y odio. Esperanza y miedo. Alegria y
tristeza. La muerte y la vida. Lo que dura para
siempre, y lo que atn ahora pasa ante nuestros
0jos. Ser humano es saber que estos sentimien-
tos, estas realidades, pueden ocurrir y a menudo
ocurren al mismo tiempo. Ser cristiano es saber
que significa algo, aunque no podamos entender
qué. Todavia no.

En cada momento de su vida terrena, Cristo nos
muestra que dos cosas pueden ser verdaderas a
la vez. Una virgen es una madre. Un exiliado es
un rey. El templo serd destruido y durard para
siempre. El mundo se estd acabando. El mundo
esta comenzando. La cruz es muerte. La cruz es
vida.
