GOSPEL MEDITATION
The Dedication of the Lateran Basilica
John 2:13-22

When I was 22, I entered St. Peter’s Basilica for the
first time. It floored me. I could hardly take it in, its
grandeur, majestic arches, vibrant colors, and the light
that danced through its high windows. Somehow,
amidst such splendor, I felt an overwhelming sense of
belonging, as if I had finally come home.

Jesus reorients how we Catholics see sacred buildings.
In today’s Gospel he says, “Destroy this temple, and
in three days I will raise it up” (John 2:13-22). His
riddle implies, shockingly, that his own body is now
the fundamental dwelling place of God and humanity.
The temple in Jerusalem has been superseded.

In our churches today — whether they mirror the ba-
silica’s grandeur or embrace humble simplicity — we
experience architectural symbols of Christ’s risen
body. It is no accident we call them “churches”: they
make visible in brick-and-mortar Christ’s body which
is made up of the living stones we call Christians.
Each church building, like St. John Lateran in Rome,
or St. Peter’s, or any other, is meant to be a vibrant
sign of Christ’s resurrected body. We should cherish
and protect our churches as places where heaven
touches earth, where we, as a community, are raised to
the fullness of life in Christ.

Modern Money-Changers
The “liturgy wars” are something of a hot topic
in contemporary Catholic circles.

Latin chant or guitar hymns? Communion on
the tongue or in the hand? Chapel veils or bare
heads? Surplice or alb? It’s giving me a
headache just writing it all out.

I don’t mean to say that none of this matters.
The worship of the Almighty God, especially in
the context of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, is
no trifling matter. It is good for people to be
concerned about whether or not their worship is
pleasing to God. I am happy that Catholics care
enough about these things to have an opinion.

I’m not going to say where I fall on this
spectrum of liturgical sensibility (the headache
intensifies thinking of the emails I would get).
And I won’t pretend it’s not something I feel
passionate about, in my own way.

But too often I find myself sniffing
dismissively at the “other camp,” the folks who
are drawn to a different style or tradition. Too
often I see them sniffing dismissively back to
me. We are, both groups, obsessed with the
form of a thing — so much so that we risk
forgetting the function of it.

And when I stop to think about it, I wonder if
Jesus shouldn’t crack the whip at us all, the
modern money-changers of the temple, who
have allowed worship to become a transaction
(I offer x sacrifice, I am rewarded with y feeling
of fulfillment and satisfaction).

I look at the Gospel today, and I can see the
purpose of the money-changers. It could be
argued that, in a way, they were facilitating the
laws of Moses, making possible the temple
sacrifices stipulated by God.

But it matters why you do something, not just
how you do it.

What good is any act of worship, if at its
conclusion we do not more closely resemble
the One before whom we kneel?

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO
La Dedicacion de la Basilica de Letran
Juan 2:13-22

Cuando tenia 22 afios, entré por primera vez en la
Basilica de San Pedro. Me impresion6
profundamente. Apenas podia asimilarlo: su
grandeza, sus majestuosos arcos, sus colores vibrantes
y la luz que danzaba a través de sus altas vidrieras. De
alguna manera, en medio de tanto esplendor, senti una
abrumadora sensacion de pertenencia, como si por fin
hubiera regresado a casa.

Jesus redefine nuestra perspectiva catélica sobre los
edificios sagrados. En el Evangelio de hoy dice:
«Destruyan este templo, y en tres dias lo

levantaré» (Juan 2:13-22). Su enigma implica, de
manera sorprendente, que su propio cuerpo es ahora
la morada fundamental de Dios y de la humanidad. El
templo de Jerusalén ha sido superado.

En nuestras iglesias de hoy —ya sea que reflejen la
grandeza de la basilica o que abracen la humilde
sencillez— encontramos simbolos arquitectonicos del
cuerpo resucitado de Cristo. No es casualidad que las
llamemos «iglesias»: hacen visible, en ladrillo y
cemento, el cuerpo de Cristo, formado por las piedras
vivas que llamamos cristianos. Cada templo, como
San Juan de Letran en Roma, San Pedro o cualquier
otro, esta destinado a ser un signo vibrante del cuerpo
resucitado de Cristo. Debemos apreciar y proteger
nuestras iglesias como lugares donde el cielo se une a
la tierra, donde nosotros, como comunidad,
alcanzamos la plenitud de la vida en Cristo.

Y cuando me detengo a pensar en ello, me
pregunto si Jestis no deberia chasquear el latigo
contra todos nosotros, los modernos cambistas del
templo, que hemos permitido que la adoracion se
convierta en una transaccion (ofrezco “x”
sacrificio, soy recompensado con un sentimiento
de plenitud y satisfaccion).

Miro el Evangelio hoy, y puedo ver el propdsito
de los cambistas. Se podria argumentar que, en
cierto modo, estaban facilitando las leyes de
Moisés, haciendo posible los sacrificios en el
templo estipulados por Dios.

Pero lo que importa es por qué haces algo, no
solo como lo haces.
