4™ Sunday in Ordinary Time
Matthew 5:1-12a

A priest I know was once falsely accused of a terrible
crime. The claim was wild and easily disproved, but
for a while, it didn’t matter. In the atmosphere shaped
by the abuse crisis of the early 2000s, the public
assumption was guilty until proven innocent. His
name was dragged through the mud, and his ministry
placed on hold. I had the privilege — and the burden
— of walking closely with him during that time.

He was angry. He was confused. He felt abandoned
and deeply disoriented. The last thing on his mind was
the words of Jesus in today’s Gospel: “Blessed are
you when they insult you and persecute you and
utter every kind of evil against you falsely because
of me ... Rejoice and be glad” (Matthew 5:11-12).
Rejoice? He felt anything but.

And yet... something holy slowly grew in him. Not
overnight, and not without pain. But as the truth came
to light and his name was cleared, I watched him
become more Christlike — more patient, more
compassionate, more detached from human approval.
Maybe you haven’t faced something so dramatic. But
where do you feel judged? Misrepresented?
Overlooked? Maybe someone else got the credit or the
promotion. Maybe someone you love isn’t getting

their due. In those moments, the Cross of Jesus is near.

When we feel accused, that’s when we ask him for the
grace not just to endure, but somehow, mysteriously,
to rejoice and be glad.

What Stays the Same

Somewhere, there is a monk whose life is very
quiet and who devotes long hours to prayer. And
somewhere there is a nun, cloistered in a life of

contemplation, who speaks very little except to
God.

Somewhere, there is a father whose days are
filled with noise, who hasn’t finished a Rosary in
years because he keeps falling asleep. Some-
where there is a mother whose voice is weak with
giving direction and offering counsel.

Somewhere, there is a teenage girl with much to
say, but few people to listen — fewer, at least,
than she would like.

Somewhere there is a woman who holds a
positive pregnancy test in one hand and a phone
in the other, and somewhere there is a man on the
other end of that phone who waits for her to
speak.

In the Beatitudes, Jesus utilizes a literary device
called anaphora. Both as a reader and a writer, |
love anaphora. It’s a clean, unfussy way to
communicate a point. By repeating the same
word or phrase at the beginning of successive
clauses, you’re basically saying the same thing
over and over again, just a little bit differently
each time. Those small differences tease at your
audience’s brain, gently highlighting the
consistencies.

Discipleship is a lot like anaphora. It’s the
differences — those little aberrations from person
to person, life to life — that so beautifully
illustrate what remains the same across the broad
spectrum of what it means to live out the
Beatitudes.

Me. You. The monk. The nun. The father. The
mother. The lonely girl. The man and woman
who decided their own future without realizing it.
How similar we all are in sin. How similar we all
are in potential. How different we look to the
world.

And yet, how wondrous it is that we are all
offered the same hope: “Rejoice and be glad, for
your reward will be great in Heaven.”

Un sacerdote que conozco fue acusado falsamente de
un crimen terrible. La acusacion era descabellada y
facil de desmentir, pero durante un tiempo, €so no
import6. En el ambiente creado por la crisis de abusos
de principios de la década de 2000, la opinidn publica
presumia la culpabilidad hasta que se demostrara la
inocencia. Su nombre fue difamado y su ministerio
suspendido. Tuve el privilegio —y la carga— de
acompanarlo de cerca durante ese tiempo.

Estaba enojado. Estaba confundido. Se sentia
abandonado y profundamente desorientado. Lo tltimo
que pensaba era en las palabras de Jesus en el
Evangelio de hoy: «Bienaventurados seréis cuando os
insulten y os persigan y digan toda clase de calumnias
contra vosotros por mi causa... Alegraos y
regocijaosy» (Mateo 5:11-12). ;Alegrarse? Sentia todo
lo contrario. Y sin embargo... algo santo crecio
lentamente en él. No de la noche a la manana, ni sin
dolor. Pero a medida que la verdad sali6 a la luz y su
nombre fue rehabilitado, lo vi volverse més semejante
a Cristo: mas paciente, mas compasivo, mas
desapegado de la aprobacion humana.

Quizas no hayas enfrentado algo tan dramatico. Pero,
(donde te sientes juzgado? ;Malinterpretado?
(lgnorado? Quizés alguien mas se llevo el crédito o el
ascenso. Quizas alguien a quien amas no esta
recibiendo lo que merece. En esos momentos, la Cruz
de Jesus esta cerca. Cuando nos sentimos acusados, es
cuando le pedimos la gracia no solo para soportar,
sino también, de alguna manera misteriosa, para
alegrarnos y regocijarnos.

En las Bienaventuranzas, Jesus utiliza un recurso
literario llamado andfora. Tanto como lectora como
escritora, me encanta la anafora. Es una forma lim-
pia y sencilla de comunicar un punto. Al repetir la
misma palabra o frase al comienzo de las cldusulas
sucesivas, basicamente estas diciendo lo mismo una
y otra vez, solo que un poco diferente cada vez.
Esas pequeiias diferencias provocan el cerebro de tu
audiencia, resaltando suavemente las consistencias.

El discipulado se parece mucho a la anafora. Son las
diferencias, esas pequefias aberraciones de persona a
persona, de vida a vida, las que ilustran tan bella-
mente lo que permanece igual en el amplio espectro
de lo que significa vivir las Bienaventuranzas.

Yo. Tu. El monje. La monja. El padre. La madre. La
chica solitaria. El hombre y la mujer que decidieron
su propio futuro sin darse cuenta. Cuan similares
somos todos en pecado. Qué similares somos todos
en potencial. Qué diferente nos vemos para el
mundo.

Y, sin embargo, qué maravilloso es que a todos se
nos ofrezca la misma esperanza: "Alégrense y salten
de contento, porque su premio sera grande en los
cielos”.
