GOSPEL MEDITATION 
2nd Sunday of Lent  
Matthew 17:1-9  
When I sit down to answer emails or write a Gospel 
reflection or return a phone call, I sometimes wonder: 
Does any of this humdrum work matter? Maybe you 
ask the same thing about your daily labor. Todayôs 
Gospel, the Transfiguration, offers a surprising answer. 
Jesus leads Peter, James, and John up a mountain. 
There, ñhis face shone like the sun face and his 
clothes become white as lightò (Matthew 17:2). That 
detail regarding his clothes is worth considering. 
We know Jesusô body is inseparably united to the    
divine nature. But his clothing? Thatôs something 
made by human hands. Itôs an artifact. And yet it 
shines with the same uncreated light. What does this 
detail mean? The early Church noted that Adam and 
Eveôs first act after the Fall was to make clothing. This 
clothing symbolizes all human labor that supports our 
dignity. In Jesusô glorified garments, we see not just 
the redemption of our body, but of human effort to 
protect and uplift human dignity. 
Parents, your family is your work. Baristas, plumbers, 
nurses, accountants ð your labor, your emails, your 
phone calls, your spreadsheets ð can all become    
radiant when offered to God in love. The question isnôt 
just do I believe in Jesusô glory, but do I believe he can 
share it with the work of my hands? 
Lenten Challenge: Identify the ñartifactò you are 
making to uplift the dignity of others: your job, your 
home, your relationships. Consciously bring it to the 
Lord this Sunday at Mass. Offer it to share in His   
glory. It will begin to shine.

Three Tents 
 
You guys, I was such a good Catholic at the Nation-
al Eucharistic Congress. 
 
Mass every day? Check. Rosary every day? Check 
(and check ð we said a lot of rosaries). Deep 
thoughts and deep conversations about God with 
total strangers? Check. Hours in adoration reflecting 
on the state of my soul? Check.  
 
When I went to Indianapolis in the summer of 2024 
to cover the NEC for our archdiocesan newspaper, I 
knew it would be a fun and spiritually rich experi-
ence. But I didnôt expect that it would make me 
think differently about my whole life (and afterlife). 
And when people ask me why ð ñWhat happened 
in Indianapolis that changed you?ò ð I can only tell 
them this: I spent time with God. 
 
Of course, I do all these things in my regular life at 
home, too. I try to be a good Catholic here. But 
good grief, itôs a lot harder. In Indianapolis, I didnôt 
have a calendar full of appointments and to-do lists 
that filled me with dread. I didnôt have the world 
crowding around me, grasping at my attention and 
my will. 
 
Indianapolis was the mountain, and if I could have, 
I would have built three tents.  
 
So I understand Peterôs feelings at the Transfigura-
tion. Heôs thrilled ð he sees it all clearly now. Here 
is the fullness of Truth, revealed in all its glory, and 
heôs ready to start bringing groups of tourists up to 
see it. Heôs ready to bring people to Christ. But in 
the blood-soaked, fear-filled days to come, Peter 
will realize that itôs not his job to bring the world to 
the Truth. His job is to bring the Truth into the 
world.  
 
What a tragedy it would be, if Truth only lived on 
the mountaintop. 
 
So build three tents, strong and durable shelters for 
the Truth to dwell. But build them in your heart. 
And then, the Transfiguration wonôt be just an 
event, something that happened at a certain time 
and a certain place. Itôll be a reality that lives within 
us all. And we will bear it with us wherever we go.

2.Ü Domingo de Cuaresma 
Mateo 17:1-9 
Cuando me siento a responder correos electr·nicos,      
escribir una reflexi·n sobre el Evangelio o devolver una 
llamada, a veces me pregunto: àImporta algo de este     
trabajo mon·tono? Quiz§s te preguntes lo mismo sobre tu 
trabajo diario. El Evangelio de hoy, la Transfiguraci·n, 
ofrece una respuesta sorprendente. 
Jes¼s gu²a a Pedro, Santiago y Juan a una monta¶a. All², 
çsu rostro resplandeci· como el rostro del sol y sus       
vestiduras se volvieron blancas como la luzè (Mateo 17:2). 
Vale la pena considerar ese detalle sobre su vestimenta. 
Sabemos que el cuerpo de Jes¼s est§ inseparablemente 
unido a la naturaleza divina. àPero su vestimenta? Es algo 
hecho por manos humanas. Es un artefacto. Y, sin         
embargo, brilla con la misma luz increada. àQu® significa 
este detalle? La Iglesia primitiva se¶al· que el primer acto 
de Ad§n y Eva despu®s de la Ca²da fue confeccionar ropa. 
Esta ropa simboliza todo el trabajo humano que sustenta 
nuestra dignidad. En las vestiduras glorificadas de Jes¼s, 
vemos no solo la redenci·n de nuestro cuerpo, sino      
tambi®n el esfuerzo humano por proteger y enaltecer la 
dignidad humana. 
Padres, su familia es su trabajo. Baristas, fontaneros,    
enfermeras, contadores: su trabajo, sus correos                
electr·nicos, sus llamadas telef·nicas, sus hojas de      
c§lculo, todo puede brillar cuando se ofrece a Dios con 
amor. La pregunta no es solo si creo en la gloria de Jes¼s, 
sino si creo que puede compartirla con el trabajo de mis 
manos. 
Desaf²o Cuaresmal: Identifica el "artefacto" que est§s 
creando para enaltecer la dignidad de los dem§s: tu        
trabajo, tu hogar, tus relaciones. Tr§elo conscientemente al 
Se¶or este domingo en la misa. Ofr®celo para compartir su 
gloria. Comenzar§ a brillar.

As² que entiendo los sentimientos de Pedro ante la 
Transfiguraci·n. Est§ emocionado, ahora lo ve todo 
claramente. Aqu² est§ la plenitud de la Verdad,     
revelada en toda su gloria, y est§ listo para           
comenzar a traer grupos de turistas para verla. Est§ 
listo para llevar a la gente a Cristo. Pero en los d²as 
venideros empapados de sangre y llenos de miedo, 
Pedro se dar§ cuenta de que no es su trabajo llevar 
al mundo a la Verdad.
