11th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Matthew 9:36-10:8

A few years ago, I met a woman in my parish who was
a successful lawyer. Yet in her free time, she poured
her energy into a nonprofit she founded to advocate
for children with special needs. When I asked what
inspired her, she spoke of her niece, who was born
with disabilities. Her niece was both a glorious gift
and a constant challenge. Out of that painful, beautiful
experience, she felt called to create something lasting
for other children and parents. The nonprofit thrived,
not because she had mapped it all out, but because she
was deeply moved to act.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus is “moved with compas-

sion” for the crowd, for they were “like sheep
without a shepherd.” (Matthew 9:36) So he calls his
disciples, ordinary men with no special qualifications,
and sends them to heal, preach, and cast out demons.
Their mission flows not from their skills but from his
authority and the Spirit’s gifts.

The Second Vatican Council teaches that the Spirit
continually pours out charisms, special graces for the
good of the Church and the world (cf. Lumen Gentium
4 & 12). These often arise from the unfolding of our
lives: from what breaks your heart, what fills you with
hope, what suffering has shaped you. The Spirit works
through those very experiences to equip us with gifts
that build up others.

What is your charism? Well, what needs around you
call you to loving action? This could be where Christ
is sending you. Allow your heart to be moved like
Christ’s. Then get to work.

RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY
MOMENTS By Colleen Jurkiewicz Dorman

Laborers
“The harvest is abundant, but the laborers are
few.”

This excerpt from Matthew’s Gospel has become
a catchphrase in the modern Church. We give
ourselves vertigo with the amount of head-
shaking we do over the much-lamented “decline
in numbers.”

Which numbers, you ask? Well, take your pick —
numbers of baptized Catholic children who
continue to profess their faith in adulthood,
numbers of registered parishioners, numbers of
priests ordained each year. All are a fraction of
what they were generations ago.

That last one — the priests — that’s a particular
worry for us, isn’t it? So we pray, “Send us labor-
ers, Lord! Make them holy. Make them earnest.”

And then we add, in the silence of our hearts:
“Make them perfect.”

It’s no secret that part of the reason the pews are
empty is because we often find it hard to love the
Church if we find it hard to love a particular
priest, a particular bishop, or a particular human
representative of the Church.

Because that’s the thing about priests and bishops
and all the laborers in the field: they are human.
They are sinners. Just like you and me.

We must consider this: today’s Gospel lists the
Apostles whom Jesus sent out in ministry to heal,
console, and evangelize, and right at the end —
like a record scratch — comes the name of Judas
Iscariot, the betrayer. If ever a laborer failed in
his work, it was Judas.

And surely, when he did, his fellow laborers were
so demoralized and so disenchanted that they
considered laying down their tools and leaving
the harvest to wither and die.

But they did not, and we must not.

Without cost we have received, and without cost
we are called to give.

So we labor on, for the day is drawing to a close,
and the threshing time is near.

XI Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Mateo 9, 36-10, 8

Hace unos aflos, conoci en mi parroquia a una mujer
que era una abogada exitosa. Sin embargo, en su tiempo
libre, dedicaba todas sus energias a una organizacion sin
fines de lucro que ella misma fund6 para defender a
nifios con necesidades especiales. Cuando le pregunté
qué la inspiraba, hablé de su sobrina, que habia nacido
con discapacidad. Su sobrina era, a la vez, un regalo
maravilloso y un desafio constante. A partir de esa
experiencia, dolorosa y hermosa a la vez, se sintid
llamada a crear algo duradero para otros nifios y padres.
La organizacion prosperd, no porque ella lo hubiera
planeado todo minuciosamente, sino porque se sintio
profundamente conmovida a actuar.

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jests siente compasion por la
multitud, pues estaban «como ovejas sin pas-

tor» (Mateo 9, 36). Entonces llama a sus discipulos —
hombres comunes y corrientes, sin cualificaciones espe-
ciales— y los envia a sanar, predicar y expulsar demo-
nios. Su mision no surge de sus propias habilidades,
sino de la autoridad de Jesus y de los dones del Espiritu.
El Concilio Vaticano II ensefia que el Espiritu derrama
continuamente carismas, gracias especiales para el bien
de la Iglesia y del mundo (cf. *Lumen Gentium* 4 y
12). Estos suelen surgir del desarrollo de nuestra propia
vida: de aquello que nos rompe el corazon, de lo que
nos llena de esperanza y del sufrimiento que nos ha
moldeado. El Espiritu actlia a través de esas mismas
experiencias para dotarnos de dones que edifican a los
demas.

(Cual es tu carisma? Pues bien, ;qué necesidades a tu
alrededor te llaman a una accion amorosa? Ahi podria
estar enviandote Cristo. Permite que tu corazén se
conmueva como el de Cristo. Y luego, ponte manos a la
obra.

RECONOCE A DIOS EN TUS MOMENTOS
ORDINARIOS Por Colleen Jurkiewicz Dorman

Trabajadores
"La cosecha es abundante, pero los trabajadores
son pocos."

Este fragmento del Evangelio de Mateo se ha
convertido en una frase caracteristica en la Iglesia
moderna. Nos provocamos vértigo con la cantidad
de movimientos de cabeza que hacemos ante el
tan lamentado "descenso de nimeros".

(Qué numeros, preguntas? Pues haz tu eleccion:
numeros de nifios catolicos bautizados que
continiian profesando su fe en la edad adulta,
numero de feligreses registrados, nimero de
sacerdotes ordenados cada afio. Todos son una
fraccion de lo que eran hace generaciones.

Eso ultimo — los sacerdotes — es algo que nos
preocupa especialmente, ;verdad? Asi que
oramos: "jEnvianos trabajadores, Senor! Hazlos
santos. Hazlos sinceros."

Y luego afiadimos, en el silencio de nuestros
corazones: "Hazlos perfectos."

No es ningun secreto que parte de la razon por la
que las bancas estan vacias es porque a menudo
nos cuesta amar a la Iglesia si nos cuesta amar a
un sacerdote en particular, a un obispo en
particular o a un representante humano particular
de la Iglesia.

Porque eso es lo que pasa con los sacerdotes,
obispos y todos los trabajadores del campo: son
humanos. Son pecadores. Igual que ti y yo.

Debemos considerar esto: el Evangelio de hoy
enumera a los apostoles que Jesus envid en minis-
terio para sanar, consolar y evangelizar, y justo al
final — como un arafiazo de disco — aparece el
nombre de Judas Iscariote, el traidor. Si alguna
vez un obrero fallo en su trabajo, fue Judas.

Y seguramente, cuando lo hizo, sus compafieros
estaban tan desmoralizados y desencantados que
consideraron dejar sus herramientas y dejar que la
cosecha se marchitara y muriera.

Pero no lo hicieron, y no debemos hacerlo.

Sin costo hemos recibido, y sin costo estamos
llamados a dar.

Asi que seguimos trabajando, porque el dia esta

llegando a su fin y la hora de la trilla se acerca.

Spiritual Growth, Crecimiento Espiritual
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Truthfulness, Explained!
Sin began with a lie.

It was a lie that Satan told Eve in the Garden of Eden,
and it was by doubting God’s faithfulness — by
thinking God to be a liar — that the fall of man came
about.

Of course, God Himself is Truth — Adam and Eve
discovered that when they believed the lie. Therefore,
if we belong to God, we must live truthfully — in
small matters and in large ones, so that the witness
we bear to the ultimate Truth of God shall always be
taken seriously. “Witness is an act of justice that es-
tablishes the truth or makes it known,” says the Cate-
chism (CCC 2472), which also calls the act of mar-
tyrdom “truth written in letters of blood.” (CCC
2474)

When Ananias tries to deceive the Christian commu-
nity and secretly hoard wealth for himself, Peter tells
him he has “lied not to human beings, but to

God.” (Acts 5:4)
