The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ
John 6:51-58

When I was a young altar server, I once overheard two
very different comments about the Eucharist. One
person asked, “Is Father distributing the bread or the
wine?” Later, another asked, “Can you go get Jesus
from the tabernacle?” Same parish, same Mass, but
two very different ways of speaking. I pondered: So, is
it bread that we pretend is Jesus? Or is Jesus a tiny
white thing in a box? I was utterly confused.

This Feast of Corpus Christi is an excellent time to

think about how we should speak about the Eucharist.
In today’s Gospel, Jesus declares: “My flesh is true
food, and my blood is true drink.” (John 6:55) His
words scandalized his listeners, who feared
cannibalism, and even today puzzle many, who reduce
them to metaphor. Both miss the truth.

The Church gives us better words that honor Jesus’
words in the Gospel. After the consecration, we do not
call it “bread” or “wine.” Nor do we say, “a piece of
Jesus” or even “Jesus.” We say: the Eucharist. We say:
the Body and Blood of Christ. We say: the Real
Presence. We say: the Most Blessed Sacrament. These
words safeguard the astonishing reality that Christ
himself is truly present, whole and entire, under the
appearances of bread and wine.

If we speak well about the Eucharist, we will think
more clearly and believe more deeply. And if we
believe more deeply, we will adore more truly the One
who gives himself to us — not bread, not wine, but
Jesus Christ himself, whole and entire.

RECOGNIZE GOD IN YOUR ORDINARY

True Food
Like most millennial women, I have a bizarre
relationship with food.

I’m so busy and distracted that most days, I
forget to eat — until nighttime, when I make
some very questionable decisions, usually
involving cake. I also came of age in a time
when any woman without a visible eating
disorder was labeled as “curvy” (and curvy was
understood by everyone to be A Very Bad
Thing). Thus, I have a deep feeling of shame
whenever I do eat, even when I am hungry, and
even when it’s something good for me.

I’m so messed up when it comes to food that I
often wonder if I even have a good point of
reference for understanding the Eucharist. What
is “true food” and “true drink,” when you live
in a society where bodily nourishment is so
plentiful — at least for certain fortunate people
like me — that we reject it out of pride, that we
feel a shame for needing it, and that we use it as
a balm for feelings of boredom, pain, and fear?

But I suppose there’s no better way to
understand the Eucharist, when you really think
about it. The Israelites survived on manna from
Heaven — what they would have given for a
grocery store. What they would have given for
redemption.

I am given both. I appreciate neither to the
extent that I should.

True food, true nourishment, true life —
physical and spiritual — these are things we all
desperately want. And so many of us have
them. But our ability to understand what they
mean — well, it’s hampered. This isn’t Eden,
after all.

We are reading a book missing half its pages,
singing a harmony missing half its parts. We
stumble forward, knowing that the fullness can
come, will come — one day.

If we keep trying.

LECTURAS DEL DOMINGO

Primera lectura:

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO

El Santisimo Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo
Juan 6:51-58

Cuando yo era un joven acdlito, una vez escuché por
casualidad dos comentarios muy diferentes acerca de la
Eucaristia. Una persona pregunto: «;Esta el Padre
distribuyendo el pan o el vino?». Mas tarde, otra pregunt6:
«;Puedes ir a buscar a Jesus al sagrario?». La misma
parroquia, la misma Misa, pero dos formas de hablar muy
diferentes. Reflexioné: Entonces, (es pan que fingimos que
es Jesus? ;O es Jests una pequeiia cosa blanca dentro de
una caja? Estaba totalmente confundido.

Esta fiesta del Corpus Christi es un momento excelente
para reflexionar sobre como debemos hablar acerca de la
Eucaristia. En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus declara: «Mi
carne es verdadera comida y mi sangre es verdadera
bebida» (Juan 6:55). Sus palabras escandalizaron a sus
oyentes, quienes temieron el canibalismo, e incluso hoy
desconciertan a muchos, quienes las reducen a una
metafora. Ambos pasan por alto la verdad.

La Iglesia nos ofrece palabras mejores que honran las
palabras de Jesus en el Evangelio. Después de la
consagracion, no lo llamamos «pany ni «vino». Tampoco
decimos «un pedazo de Jestis» ni siquiera simplemente
«Jesus». Decimos: la Eucaristia. Decimos: el Cuerpo y la
Sangre de Cristo. Decimos: la Presencia Real. Decimos: el
Santisimo Sacramento. Estas palabras salvaguardan la
asombrosa realidad de que Cristo mismo esta
verdaderamente presente, entero y completo, bajo las
apariencias de pan y vino.

Si hablamos bien acerca de la Eucaristia, pensaremos con
mayor claridad y creeremos con mayor profundidad. Y si
creemos con mayor profundidad, adoraremos con mayor
verdad a Aquel que se nos entrega a si mismo: no pan, no
vino, sino Jesucristo mismo, entero y completo.

Verdadera Comida
Como la mayoria de las mujeres millennials,
tengo una relacion extrafa con la comida.

Estoy tan ocupada y distraida que la mayoria de
los dias olvido comer — hasta en la noche,
cuando tomo decisiones muy cuestionables,
normalmente relacionadas con pastel. También
creci en una época en la que cualquier mujer sin
un trastorno alimentario visible era etiquetada
como "curvilinea" (y que las curvas eran
entendidas por todos como algo muy malo). Por
eso, siento una profunda vergilienza cada vez
que como, incluso cuando tengo hambre e
incluso cuando es algo bueno para mi.

Estoy tan desorientada con la comida que a
menudo me pregunto si siquiera tengo un buen
punto de referencia para entender la Eucaristia.
(Qué es la "verdadera comida" y la "verdadera
bebida" cuando vives en una sociedad donde la
nutricion corporal es tan abundante — al menos
para ciertas personas afortunadas como yo —
que la rechazamos por orgullo, que sentimos
verglienza por necesitarla y que la usamos
como balsamo para sentimientos de
aburrimiento, dolor y miedo?

Pero supongo que no hay mejor manera de
entender la Eucaristia, cuando lo piensas
realmente. Los israelitas sobrevivieron con
mana del Cielo — lo que habrian dado por un
supermercado. Lo que habrian dado por
redencion. Me dan ambos. No aprecio ninguno
de los dos en la medida en que deberia.

Verdadera comida, verdadero alimento, verda-
dera vida— fisica y espiritual — son cosas que
todos deseamos desesperadamente. Y muchos
de nosotros las tenemos. Pero nuestra capacidad
para entender lo que significan — bueno, esta
limitada. Esto no es el Edén, después de todo.

Estamos leyendo un libro que le falta la mitad
de las paginas, cantando una armonia que le
falta la mitad de sus partes. Avanzamos
tambaledndonos, sabiendo que la plenitud
puede llegar, llegarda — algun dia. Si seguimos
intentandolo.

Gratitude, Explained!

How many of us have been told to “be grateful” when

we look a little glum? But the truth is that gratitude is
about more than just attitude. This virtue concerns
our actions — how we carry ourselves in the world,
how we behave toward other people, and how we
submit to lawful authority.

“Gratitude answers to the moral debt,” St. Thomas
Aquinas writes (Sum., IL:11, 106, Art. 1). We owe
gratitude to those who have cared for us — children
owe it to their parents in the form of respect (CCC
215) and citizens owe it to their country in the form
of love and service (CCC 215).

The Eucharist is the most perfect act of gratitude.
Appropriately, Jesus “gives thanks” for the bread at
the Last Supper, just as we give thanks before the
Eucharist — acknowledging God as the principal
source of all that is good.

Corpus Christi Prayer

O Precious Jesus,
The gift of your Body and Blood,

shared with us, is unfathomable.
Like manna that satiated our hunger,
fill us where we lack.
Like the bread given to Elijah in the desert,
sustain us.
Grace us with a glimpse into your love for us,

now and forever, present in the Eucharist.
Amen.
